4. All articles for competition shall be
the growth or preduction of the exhibitor,
of the present year, and all vegotables
and fruit grown in the open air.  Lach
exhibitor will receive tickets, and is re-
quired to affix them on every article ho
exhibits, Al 1o0ts and vegetablis must
e clean, topped, and surplus roots re-
moved before taken into tho building.

5. No person ghall bo allowed to enter
for exhibition more than cno specimen
(or required quantity) in any one stction
or class, and no article can take two
prizes, or be exhibited in two collections.
Manufactured articles which have been
awarded prizes at Exhibitions ia fuormer
years, shall not be entered in competition
for the prizes named in the Prize List
for this year.

6. Tho Committes may reject all
articles which they consider unfit for
exhibition. No charge for the entry of
exhibits,

7. Lvery animal and aiticle whatever,
must have name of animal or anicle
attached, but not name ot exhibitor.

Dear Sir,—Being absent from homo
till late in July, I conld not reply to your
circulur respecting tho crops in this sec-
tion in imo for tho Jourxar, as requested.

The exceptionally fino weather for the
lnst threo weeks hus enabled our farmers
to harvest the hay crop in splendid con-
dition ; and, with fow exceptions, thoy
have tinished tho work, and l.ve to show
as fino a Job of hay ns it i3 possible to
find auywhere. ‘Lhe uwplands, oxcept
where they are of first quality, were
light ; but the good dyked mnarshes gavo
a heavy crop, and the quality of tho gruss
wag much better then usual, being moro
freo from weeds and better matured § so
thut, upon tho whole, wo have a sood
average quantity of best quality of hay,
Tu wmy judgmoent there is not so great a
quantity of hay in the county to-day as
there was a year ago, but it i3 of much
better quality.

The vat erop is lJooking well and be-
ginning to muture, showing well filled
heads without a superabundance of straw,
A larger breadth than usual has been
sown,

Buvley is looking woll; winter wheqt
has been badly winter-killed, hng what
survived is looking very well, and in a
few instances is being harvested.  Very
fuw compluints have yet beun wade of
the Weevil,

Potatoes are making a good show, but
maungolds and turnips are not up to the
averyge, Owing to the coatinued wet
weather in June, many of our farmers
found it impossible to get their land ready
for turnips, hence there will be a small
production of that article in this section.
But little buckwheat is sown in this
neighbourhood. What I have scen is
looking well, Small fruits were abun-
dant in quantity at first, but owing to the
hot, dry weather, soon dried up, and were
not as large as usnal.  Raspberry canes
were badly winter-killed.  Apples will
be a Jight crop, :

Uypon the whole our farmers have great
reason to be thankful for the abundance
of the fraits of the carth and the magni-
ficent weather so far that they have had
for harvesting them,

I notico in the July Jovavan your
cnquiry us to varictivs of rmaxpherries that
stand the winter. Tho varieties that I
have aro Iied Antwerp and Drinckle’s
Orango ; in ondinary winters the fruiting
canies go through without injury to the
very tips, but last winter many of tho
plants wero move or Jess winter-killed,

My observation on soveral kinds of
plants, trees, &e., hus led me to infer
that o sufiiciens protection from cold
winds, either in the form of hedges,
fences or buildings, or oven a temporiry
sereen s of evergreen trees or branches
stuck in the ground for the winter, is an
eltective safeguard agaivst winterxilling,
I have seon destruction begin just whero
protection stopped, as of a bwlding or
oven o distant hill, and whols lites of
trees destroyed whers the north-west
wind had full sweep over them, whilo
the same contintous vow of trers screened
from the wind, would pass through the
soyerest winter unseathed,  In arow of
200 fect of Norway Spruce, the first 100
funt remain perfect as when planted, tho
second 100 feet, twice se-planted, ave all
more vr Jess defeetive.

If you stand on tho raspberry piots of
Dellahill and of Lucyfield and nete
where the cold winter winds coine from,
I think you will find an explanation with
reference to respective protection.

[Our difliculty is that Red Raspberries
at Bellabill aye robust and ummjured,
bearing o heavy crop, whilst the Whito
ones close by have only dead fruit canes,
At Lucylicld the White variety is ex-
clusively grown, and only gives a crop
every scecond or third year, atter a mild
winter. We wonld hke to know what
difference there is in the bardiness of
sorts.—Ed. d, A.]

Rerorts have been made in the
newspapers and otherwise of the occur-
rence of the Colorade Beetle on the
potato crop in Nova Scotin, particularly
in the counties of Cumberluid, Pictou
and Kings, It is probable that in some
cases, if not all, some pest other than the
great destroyer has been found. We
shall feel much obliged if persons who
have the opportunity will kindly end us
dead specimens for examination. ‘Tho
beetle can be Auwmmanely killed by drop-
ping into alcohol or chlvroform, and will
then travel in a pill box.
