ONTARIO,

White pine lumber continues to show !

exceptional streogth. No sales are
heard ofat cut prices, while many holders
ofstockare asking an advance and show
noanxiety to effect a sale. The reason

forthis a.titude is found partly in the

stalistical pesition of white pine. The
stacks at thé mills have baen pretty well
cleaned outi. -1t is dafficult to find any
quantity of the higher grades, while the !
movement by rail' diring the winter
months will reduce the quanuty of low.:
grade stock to a low basis. The'trade
seems tobe convinced that ‘there will. be !
‘70 w_v:akeumg in prices:thise winter, but’
that there is a go d prospect of an
advance. Building in Toronto continues
quite active, as is shown by the. number of

_permits issued duriag the month of

Novernber. In Otawa also there is
acwity in building operations and a
gond lotal demand for. lunber 1s reported.

With shmgl,.s thé question’is where to
oblain asupply.

UNITED STATES.

The falling off in lumber shipments
has evidenced the approach of winter,
Most of the mills in the Duluth.district
bave closed down for the season, with

. stocks rather lighter than usual. The
tone of the market continues strong; it
fact, considerable buying is being done
for next year’s delivery on the belief that
¢ there will be an advance in prices before
spring. The price list committee of the
Mississippi Valley Lumbeimen’s Asso-
ciation will hold - a meenng shortly to con-
sider the question’ of - advancing the price
list for white pine before the new year.

1 The lumberdealers of Cleveland last week

advanced the retail pnce of many kindsof
Michigan:
dealers report 2 decided scarcity of white
pme lumber. The American Lumber-
manstates that Saginaw men-had options
on some stock in Oantario, but allowing
them to expire, all the stock but mill culls
was sold,. nearly 135,000,000 feet .being
disposed of at ‘about $15 a thousand.
E. B. Foss & Company, of Bay City,

secured 3,000,000 feet, and the remain--
der went to Chicago and the east. The
stock was cutat Cutler, _chlona Harbor.

Thé .situation 1n
Chicago is stiong. There is a scarcity
of several items, mcluding. No. tand. No.
2 12-inch boards;.No. 1-and  No. 2 4 and
6-inch fencing, and wide and. long
dimensions. Buffalo is shlppmg large
quantities of lumber to the east, which. s
buyiog quite liberally. The higher
grades continue scarce and firm. Tielve-
inch'barn 1s selling in.the. Buffalo markes.
at -$21, box at-$17, and- millculls ‘at $15.

Dealers speak moré cheeifully of hard-

wood coadiions. The manufactunng

xndusmes consuming bardwoods are
buymg to sorae extent.for next season’s
reqiirement. Buch, maplc and bass-

wood are most inquired for, while elm is-
Jless active than usual. Spruce is selling

at high-prices; 10 and 12-Inch dimensions
brmgmg 320 o the Boston market.
