Christ’s apB&ch were all from those who had seen Him after He was risen,
and who therefore can havg no proper successors, as even Whately him-
sdlf conceded 3 Lut the Iloly Spirit’s apestles may still be among us, for
le still sends forth representatives, and we cannot doubt that he who is
the subject of this sketelt was among them.

For forty years out of. sisty-four he was a missionary to the Chinese,
and a faithfu), loving, devoted, successful missionary he was.  From the
days of that pioncer, Robert Morrison, until now, it may well be doubted
whether any onc man las ever, during so long a term of service in the
Middle Kingdom, had more abundant attestation that hie was sent forth
Ly the Spirit to that land.

It is true, Nevius was no conumoen man. e possessed unusual capac-
ity and sagacity combined, aud he filled out a very varied and versatile
carcer, us preacher, teacher, evangelist, pastor, organizer, administrator,
mathering converts and training helpers, raising foreign fruits and relicv-
inz famished thousands, a bolanizt and an iuventor, an author and a trans-
lator, 2llin one. Ile was so wisc a counscllior that ke was Jooked up to
asasage, so faithful an administrator that boundless confidence was re-
