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SYMPTOMS OF SCAR,

It is [seddom the case that the first
attack of the acari is observed, even
by the careful superintendent, for the
mites are barely visible to the paked
eye, and their presence cause uvo par-
ticular irmtation to the sheep, unul
they have been located in the skin for
several days.
