The British Adwiral:y bas not aften bLeen
complimeoted either at howe or abroad, but here we
bsve the Amearican Secretary repesting. zud even
magoifying, tbhe recent claims of our First Lord, M-,
Ohildera was at the paing of explainlng last Spring
that we reslly had got a ketter Flaet than eicher
Franze or America. Mr., Robeson schoes Lis worda
with & will, and declares that one of our wew iron-
clads wounld drive sny American Sqaadron from ira
station in & ingle day. Wkhat we used to thiok of
the United States the United States now thiok of ue ;
what we used to confess with annoyance and vexa.
tion they now confess of themeelves. Last March,
when the new Administration succesded to offics, the
whole Navy qf the Unien comprised, we are told, but
203 vesnels, and ot these only one-fourth could be
congidered fit for duty. In commission on foreign
stationa there were 43 vessels! but even of these no
mote than 18 were 'in condition for real service.’
Meanwhile, old wooden shipa and ironclad Monitors
were lying up in ordinary and going to decay.

He does nol exactly tell bis
countrymen Ihey are not safe for o day agninst in-
vasion, because invasion i3 not & thing the Amori-
cang have to fear; but he wares them in plain words
that ¢ the first 8ign of a foreign war would send their
Navy burryiog ignominiougly to their owa shores.'
1f the readvr should happen to recollact Mr, Cobden’s
famous argument againgt voting ecamen for manning
wogden shipe, ha will be amused at the libass] repe-
titicn ot the complaist on the cther side of the
ocern :—'[a the eveat of & war our ships would be
useleasly sscrificed or cbliged to fiad sa'ety in peu-
teal porte; or; abandoning the swa and leaving our
commerce to it8 fate, to seek on our gbores the pro
tection of our Monitors and forta ‘~London Timea,

It iz dontiful whether the ministerial gilancs of
the recess hat been altogetber benefizial. As regarde
tbe Iand bill, oo doubt it is better that the debats
sbould be left to that wonderful informal Purliament
which in modern society discusses everything wirh-
aut beiog reeponsible tor anything, and trice every
tbing beforehncd witbout the risk that anarehy may
come out of_the erncible. Opininn i3 ripened in that
way, withnut hope teing ripenad tno; the -arth Is
prepared for the geed, without risk of its being filled
with the wrong crop. Yet thers is one grest risk,
too, in thig silenca. It leaves the thinkers r Jitile
too much to themselves. The murwmur of the mal
titude behicd is sometimes good for the leadera who
else are too often tempted to think that they are the
army ; that if they are uoanimous all is won, that If
their plan 18 clear, entbusiasm, bopefulcess, confi-
dence, all that make armiea ationg do not matier ao
much. The bill may poasibly be better adapted for
dialectic defence that {or the satisfaotion of & nation
now feverish with bope deferred. Upon minor
queationa the silence, whether voluntary or precoo-
certed, does not work well at all, What do the
QOommons tbink about tho opposition of the Lords to
the Teet Bill, about the Freach treaty, about the
trade nnions, about our differences with the terrible
Republio acrose tte Atlantic ?

The Irish Ohureh Establishmect has
been sboltshed ; parilamentary gnrernment bag once
more boen cobiceded to Ftance; the Suez Onnal bas
besn opened ; and, afier an intereal of three captu-
ties, & General Oonncll of the Roman Oatholie
Church hup eszembled in the Vatican. The Spunish
Revolution has fui'ed to juatify iteelf, either by the
reform of ancient abuaes or by tho covsolidation cf a
regular Governmont. The chrovic embarrassments
of the Tralian Gaveromeat afford another illuatration
of the difficolty of regenerating » nation, The dread
of 8 grest Earopean war, which bad since-1866, im
pended over the Qoptineet, has, by lapse of time and
throngh the prepsnre of domestic questions in Frence
bappily in a gréat messure achaided Tha rtisk of
collisions which might bave brought the Eastern
queation to s crisiaz haa been more than once averted
by diplomatic prudeace. Asthere ia no immediate risk
of a cullisisn with Roseian policy either in HBurope ot
in Asia the only unsettled question with which our Foe
reign Ofice hos bad to deal is the open controversy
with the United Stawes. There bas been no disturb
aoce of public order in Englind or Bcotland ; but
1o 8o ial coaviction of Ireland during the latter pare
of the year has been painful and alarming. To Eng-
liabmen primarily ioterested in the welfare of their
own cauntry, the paseing year bas afforded little pa-
ti-f.ction. Althoogh more then three years have
now elapsed ginge the great commercial and faag.
cinl shock of 1866, there hus been no hoalthy revival
of trade. One tiuge of ths caotigued aommereial
depreasion ia to be found in the discredit wh'ch heg
attached to jaiot-atock enterprice since the discovery
that linbility on ah+res of which only & emall part
wag called up might be praotically nnlimited. Tha
rninous litigation in the process of winding up com-
panies also exercizes & deterring effect; and a series
of eriminal prosecations of directors for alleged mis-
representation has neceasarily caused men of com-
mercial experience and reputstion todecline a thank-
leas and bezardous office.  Only two persons of poli-
tieal eminence bave died during the year—Lamar-
tine and Lord Dachy. °
