The wife and dauglhter of the
I'rotestant minister of the same piace,
became Catholics.  Mr. Kruising, pro-
testant rector of the lyceum ot Bois-de-
Duc, abjured heresy and so did all his
family.

Conon McoeCarthy's Views.

Rev. Father MeCarthy, Cuanon of St.
Bridget’s Church, Ottawa, preached Sun-
day morning upon the importance of
education anud referred incidentally to
the necessity of separate schools. Educa-
tion, he said, to be tuaught properly, had
to go band in hand with religion, and it
was for that reason alone that Roman
Catholics considered the teaching of re-
ligion 1n schools as an absolute neces-
sity. An eminent authority in Boston,
after making a study of the principal
causes of evil, attributed it to a large ex-
tent to the falling-off of the young from
the state of grace into channels of vice,
on account of the lack of religious educa-
tion in schools. It was the duty of all
parents to see that their children were
thoroughly educated both from a worldly
and religious point of view.

GLADSTONE'S STAND.

THE MINISTRY RE-ELECTED.

John Morles's Career; lIls Return tor
Newcastle; A Sketch ot 11is Public
Lite.

In response to inquiries as to the truth
of the rumor mentioned by I'he London
Chronicle, to the etfect that Mr. Glad-
stone would retire from office in the
spring, Mr., Gladstone telegraphs from
Hawarden that the whole story is ut-
terly groundless.

NO KEFLECTION MEANT.

The Amsociated Press representative
Lere learns that Mr. Gladstone has sent
a letter to Mr. Labouchere saying that
he alone is responsible for not appoint-
ing Mr. labouchere in no wise retlect up-
on Mr. Labouchere’s public career or
services.

HARCOURT HAd A WALKOVEL,

Sir William Vernon Harcourt was re-
¢lected by and increased majority. re-
ceiving ©.508 votes against 161V for
Farmer Atkinson. In the recent general
election Sir Willinm received 7,507 votes
and his Consersative opponent 35540
With the exception of Sir William Ver-
non Harcourt and Mr. John Morley, all
the new ministers have been formally
re-elected without opposition,  Mr. Glad-
stone was re-glected by acclamation.

TUE HOME RULFE BILL.

Loxpoy. Aug. 25.—The Chronicle this
morning gives the fullowing as the main
lires of the Home Rule bitl, as believed
to have been agreed upon between
Mesars. Gladstone, McCarthy and Dillon.

First,—~That the present land legisla-
tion shall not be disturbed for five years.

Second—That the polize and justiciary
shall be in the hunds of an Irish Parlia-
ment.

Third—Tiat the balance of the Irish
Church fund shall be at the dispusal of
the lrish legistation.

Fourth—That the English Receiver-
Uul}!L‘l‘ﬂ' of the bili o 13%6,.be dispensed
with,

Fiith—That, on the other hand, there
shiall be only one customs department,
and that the Irish Parlinment shall not
Lave power to levy separate duties.

Sixth—That the only veto shall be a
royal veto, to be exercised on the advice
of the Fnglish ministry.

Seventh—That 50 Irish members shall
be retained at Westminister.

The Chronicle believes that Mr. Glad-
stone abanduned with great reluctance
the idea of a Receiver-General in defer-
cnce to the wishes of the MceCarthyites.

Loxpox, Aug. 20.—Mr. Morley’s return
for Newceastle 1s un immense relief to the
Liberals, who have been watching for the
result with breathiess anxicty. The paty
never expended money and energies so
profusely to secure a local clection,
While the Unionist candidate relied sole-
Iy on loeal intluences, Liberals imported,
to strengthen Mr. Morley, fourteen mem-
bers of the House of Commons, eight ex-
mentbers and tifteen preacheis—Episco-

pal. Catholie, Methodiet and Quakers.
All were in the field daily. The contest
became one of national importance when
some autherents of the Labor party joined
the ranks of the Unionists. It was only
the eight hour section of the Laborists,
but ns this is now a strong political fac-
tor in the country, its adhesion to the
Unionist cause almost marked an elec-
toral epoch. Mr. Morley’s reputation ns
a bigh-minded aud honest politician,
never shone bettor than when he de-
clared that he was ready to risk lis seat
and his office rather than submit to the
demands of the Laborists.

But apart from his success, the leading
outcome of the contest is the definite
rupture of the Laborists with the Home
Rulers. The Laborists throughout the
country rescnt Mr. Daviti's threat that
the lrish members would foil the Labor
demands in the House of Commons if
the Laborists opposed Mr. Morley. The
Labor leader, Mr. Champion, replies that
they have power to destroy all chance
of Home Itule. As Mr. Morley has
triumphed, Mr. Davitt may now seek to
recoucile the Laborists, otherwise the
feud may bring disaster to the Gladstone
government.

A BATISFACTORY APPOINTMENT,

Mr. Morley’s short visit to Dublin has
confirmed the national confidence in
bim. It soon becameknown that he had
selected as private adviser and probably
under secretary for Ireland, George Fot-
trell, a man whose veiled influence in
Irish aflairs has long been recognized by
both English and Irish leaders, Mr. Fot-
trell stands so well with the Nationalists
that his reported appointment as under-
sccretary was hailed with general delight,
as the aldvent of a genuine Irish admini-
stration sealing the end of the obnoxious
castle doniination. The Irislt leaders
will be sutisfied if Mr. Fottrell is appoint-

ed.
THE HOME RULE BILL,

Regarding the Home Rule bill, the
London Chronicle’s travesty of the re-
sult of the negotiation between Mr.
Gladstone and t.%e McCarthyites is not
deemed worthy of notice by the Irish
arty. Mr. Dillon’s statement that the
rotention of the whole of the Irish mem-

bers in the Imperial Parliament is an ee-
sential feature of the bill has acoeptance
among all of the new miniaterial circle.
Mr. Gladetone’s nominees for the great
Court oflices are criticized in a friendly
spiril on all sides. Lord Breadalbane isa
genuine Gladstonian, but is at the same
time persona grata with the Queen, hav-
ing alrerdy being Lord in Waiting and
Treasurer of the Household. Lord Car-
i‘ll.\glon will make a good Lord Chamber-
ain.

A BKETCH OF HON. JOHN MORLEY.

. The Right Hon. Johr Morley was born
in Blackburn, Lancashire, December,
1835, He graduated at Oxford Univer-
sity in 1854, and in the same year was
called to the bar at Lincoin’s Inn. He
never, however, made any serious at-
tempt to follow the legal profession.
From the first literature claimed bim for
her own. He became editor of the
Literary Gazette, subscquently termed
the Parthenon; and in 1867 the Fort-
nightly Review was entrusted to his
care. For fifteen years he continued to
edit it. He also edited the Pall Mall
Gazette from 1880 to 1883; and Mac-
millan’s from 1883 to 1888. Mr. Morley
has always been an advanced Liberal.
His first attempt to enter Parliament
was in 1869, when be unsuccessfully con-
tested Blackbarn. He was again unsuc-
cessful in 1580 in the city of West-
minster, but in 1883 was elected for
Newcastle-Upon-Tyne. He has con-
tinued to represent that constituency six
tinmes in succeasion. In 1883 he presided
ever the great conference of Liberals
beld in Leeda. He was an avowed be-
liever in Home Rule long before the
Liberals of England had accepted it as
purt of their politica!l faith, and after the
general election of 1885 hie was appointed
Chief Secretary for Ireland by Mr. Glad-
stone, He was more than any member
of the Cabinet, apart from the Premier,
responsible for the Home Rule hill
of 1855, the defeat of which opened the
door to the Conservatives. During the
following five years he was one of the
leadets of the Opposition, and upon Mr.
Gladstone's return to power last month
he resumed his old position. Mr. Morley
is even more widely known ns a liter-
ary than as a publicman, As a critic
wnd essayist, he is easily tirst in English
letters. Among his best known publien-
tions nre * Edmund Burke, a Historical
Study,” 1867 ; “ Critical Miscellanics,”
1871, sccond series 1877; *Voltaire,”
1872 ; “ On Compromise,” 1874 ; * Rous-
gean,” 1876 ; “ Diderot and the Encyclo-
peedists,” 1879 ; “ Life of Richard Cob-
den,” 1840, He is also editor of the Eng-
lish Men of Letters series.
LALOUCHERE AND GLADSTONE,

London, August 27 —Henry labou-
clhery, in answering the letter in which
Mr. Gladstone assumed all the blume for
his exelusion from the Cabinet, says he
appreciates the courtesy toward himself
and the delicacy towards the Queen ex-
hibited by Mr. Gladstone, but he still be-
lieves that the Queen instigated Mr.
Gladstone's course. To this Mr. Glad-
stone has responded, repeating the as-
sertion that he is answerable entirely, in
every way, for the exclusion. He adds
thatit must not be sought to lay the
blame anywhere else. This has called
out another communication from Labou-
chere, in which lie thanks Mr. Gladstone
again for his expression of kind personal
feelings, but again hints that he has jus-
tification for adhering to his original view
of the matter, seeing that Mr. Gladstone
has not denied the Queen meddled in
the make-up of the Cabinet.

The Rev. W. O’Doherty, of Carrickma-
cross, writing in the London Daily News,
gives this picture of tenant suffering and
landlord Dbrutality in that town:—
“ Amongst the evicted tepnants on the
Shirley estate—which has an infamous
notoriety in the matter of evicted ten-
ants—is one Brian Kelleghan, eighty
‘ears of age, who for reasops well known
here iz persecuted with special malevo-
lence by the Bhirley rent office. Brian
and his family, consisting of seven mem-
bers—himself, his wife, his daughter and
her four small children—have lived since
their eviction, four or five years ago, in
a hole in the ground on the evicted farm,
and nre in the direst poverty. Last
sﬁring, out of a grant of mwoney given
them by the Evicted Tenants Committee
in Dublin, they })lanted a rood of pota-
toes. No notice of this was taken at the
time by the office officials, though they
very well knew it was being done. The
gotatoes grew and flourished, and on

uly 19 were almost fit for digging, when
Messrs. Gibbings, Vance and Stubbs
made a descent on the farm. Armed
with hooks, brought for the purpose, and
despite the tearful entreaties of the
evicted family, and the remonstrances of
their sympathizing neighbors, they de-
liberately cut down the potato stalks,
and left the food which God had sent, to
rot in {he ground—blasting in & moment
the hopes of sustenance which helped
the poor people through the severity of
the winter. I do not think that for cold-
blooded barbarity this can be easily
matched.” The perpetrators of this
heartless work are, it is hardly necessary

to aay, Orangemen, i

A REAL RELIC,

JACQUES CARTIER'S COMPASS.

Now in the Poasesasion of Mr. Alexe
ander Daly; to be Sent to the
World’s Fair.

Last Friday THE TRUE WITNESS sanct-
um was visited by one of the pioneers
of this province, in the person of Major
Alexander Daly, late Crown Land Agent
for the Lower Ottawa District in this
province. Major Daly is nowin his 85th
f‘e&r; be is a surveyorby profession, and
@ has seen many of our famous en-
gineers and men of science when
children. He was here when the city of
Montreal was very far different from the
Commercial Metropolis of our day.
Mr. Daly is strong and healthy, and says
that he is good for & few score years
more. It is his intention to visit Chioa-
go next year, on the occasion of the
World's Fair. He resided during five
rears in that city and has two sons still
iving there.

After a lengthy conversation, upon the
days kone past, the times when the lum-
ber trade flounshed and the Ottawa and
St. Lawrence were filled with rafts of
square timber: after anecdotes of the
days of John Egan and the good old
times of forty, fifty, aye sixty years ,
Mr. Daly entered into the object of‘Ei’u
visit to THE TRUE WiTxess. He said
thal he came for atwofold purpose ; one
was to see and the other to cause to

be seen. He came to see the
editor, in whom he was greatly disap-
pointed, for he had imagined him afellow

six feet high, in his stockings, and some-
what of modern giant in other physical
proportions. However, if he did not suc-
ceed in finding & man built after his pre-
conceplion of such people as editors, he
succeeded moat admirably in interesting
us with what he carried under his arm
in an old wooden box, brown and worn
with the lapse of centuries.

After uncovering hix parcel, Major
Daly, laid upon the table a compass or
circumferenter that was once the pro-
perty of Jacques Cartier, the famed dis-
coverer of the St. Lawrence and founder
of Canada. The instrument is in a very
good state of preservalion. Bome sixty
years ago, in the fall of 1832, our friend
saw this compass in the hands of a Mr,
0. Quinn, & Provincial Land Surveyor.
He was then living in the County of
Montcalm, in the present Province of
Quebec. This relic had been fished out
of the wreck of the vessei “La Pelite
Hermine,” which was found imbeded in
the spot where Cartier abandoned her in
1536, Then a lapse of 807 years had
taken place, all during which the com-

ass had been at the bottom of the Jake.
Pn 1863 when running a boundary line
between Joliette and Montcalm Counties
Mr., Daly used this instrument. He then
bought 1t from Mr. Quinn. Mr. Quinn,
who was well known in Quebec, and
whose demise only took placea few years
ago, had secured the relic treasure from
Lieutenant Colonel Bouchette, late Bur-
veyor-General of this Province and of
Canadn in 1832. Garneau’s history of
Canada refers, with illustrated notes, b
Andrew Bell, to this compass, (Vol. Iy,
page 58). The inscription upon the out-
gide is in French, and reads thus: *The
compass of Jacques Cartier, Distinguish-
ed Mariner, Paris, 1542-43." Over the
brsss eemi-circular table of degrees is the
name of the maker and the great Dis-
coverer's name. It reads thus: “ Mac-
wuart, Paris: St. Malo, 20 Avril, 1834 :
Jacques Cartier, Mariner.”

Tlg; interesting relic will be forwarded
