The Ambassador of the United States of America presents his complimento the Actmng Secretary of State for External Affairs and has the honor to ref'to recent discussions in the Permanent Joint Board on Defense and elsewhel
concerning the proposed augmentation of communication facilities at Cape DYeBaffin Island, to support the Greenland Extension of the DEW Line (DEIEAST). Details concerning the construction and equipment required for th~augmentation have been supplied to the appropriate Canadian authorities.

The United States Government now proposes that the establishment a,operation of these facilities be authorized by the Government, of Canada and bgoverned, with respect to the matters of construction and telecommunicatioU
by the conditions set forth in the Aznnex .hereto. and, with respect to ail Otheinatters, by the relevant conditions included in the exchange of Notes of May ý1955* between the Çanadjati andi United States Government. gover'ning thestablishment of a dqistant early warning systern in Cana4dia territory.

It is understood that arly action to be taken by the United States Gove071
ment in -the above regard shall be subject to the availability of funds.

If these conditions 'are acceptable to the Canadian Goverment, itsuggested that this Note alid the Acting Secretary's reply should constitute
agreement which will bedeemed to have corne into effect on January 15, 195andI whaêh is to remain mn effeet for the same period as the agreement betwe,the Canadian and United States Goverrnents of May 5, 1955.*
