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(b) In cases where German courts exercise jurisdlctlon pursuant to
Article VII of the NATO Status of Forces Agreement and
Articles 17, 18 and 19 of the present Agreement, provisions of
German cruninal law relating to the withdrawal of permission
to drive remain applicable with respect to driving licenses
referred to i paragraphs 2 and 3 of this Article. Withdrawal of
permission to drive shall be recoreled i the drlvlng licence,
which shall remain i the possession of the holder.

7. (a) Sub-paragraph (a) of paragraph 6 of this Article shall apply
m.utatis mutandis to pilot's lcences and certiicates of qualifica-
tion referreci to in paragraph 4 and sub-paragraph (b) of para-
graph 5.

(b) The authorities cf a force shall give sympathetic consideration
tQ reports from the German authorities concerning failure to
observe air traffic rules by holders cf the pilot's licences valid in
the Federal territory in accordance with paragraph 1 of this
Article and. shall take such action as may be necessary.

ARTICLE 10

1. The authorities of a force may register and liceinse mnotor vehicles
and trailers of the force or the civilian component, o! members of the
force or cf th~e civilian component, or of dependexits. Subject to the
regulations applicable within the scope of international agreenents, the
saine shail apply to vessels cf a force. A.ircraft of a force or of a ciilan
component, of members of a force o~r of a civiian cmoet ro
dependents slhgll be registered and licensed by the authorites of thie
sending State ini accordance witj± the applicable itrnational~ reguIations.

2. The authorities of a force shah]. register and lcense pirivate motor
vèhicles and trailers only if such vehicles or trailers are i.nsured against
liability in accordance with Article 11 of the presenit Ageemnt. They
,shall withdraw or cancel such registration or lcicnc wheu this. insurance
la no longer~ operative.

3. Motor vehik1es, trallers, vessels and alrcraft zreglaté±ed and 11-
censed i acç<ordance wlth paragraph 1 cf this Article or used by a force
ln the Federal territory shall bear a distinctive nationalty markc. i addi-
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
