
ARTICLE VI

Crew ofAircrafts

A person who is employed i the flight or cabin crew of an airline and who works i the

territories of both Parties shail, in respect of that work, be subject only to the legisiation

of the Party i whose territory the airline has its head office. If, however, flic persn

resides mn the territory of the other Party, he or she shail be subjeci only to the legisiation

of the other Party.

ARTICLE VUI

Persons ini Government Employment

and Other Public Employees

1. This Agreement shah flot affect thie provisions of the Vienna Convention on

Diplonsatic Relations of 18 April 1961 or the gencral principles of customary

international law rcgarding consular pnivileges and inimumties.

2. Article V shall apply without limitation in time to persons i govemment

employment and other public employees of a Party, other than those to whom

paragraph 1 applies, who are assigned i flhc course of that employment to work in

flic territory of the other Party.

3. An employed person, other than a persan to whom paragrah 1 or 2 applies, shal,

in respect ofhbis or her duties performed in flic teiTitoryof a Party in governmcnt

employment for flic other Party, be subject only to flic legislation of the first Party

if he or she is a citizen theref or resides i ils territory.
