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Born in St . Petersburg, Russia, Mr . Ignatieff, who
is 71, obtained Canadian citizenship on September 21, 1935 .
He has a Bachelor's Degree in Political Science and Economics
from the University of Toronto (Trinity College) . A Rhodes
Scholar in 1935, he has a Master's Degree from New College,

Oxford . He joined the External Affairs Department in 1940,

after enrolling in 1939 . He was assigned to London, to the
United Nations and some of its organizations, then to
Washington ; he then represented Canada as Ambassador to
Yugoslavia, Deputy High Commissioner to London, Permanent
Representative to the North Atlantic Treaty Organization,
Permanent Representative to the United Nations in New York,
Permanent Representative to the Committee on Disarmament in
Geneva, and Permanent Representative of Canada to the
European Office of the United Nations and to other UN
organizations in Geneva . Mr . Ignatieff was Dean of Trinity
College from 1972 to 1978, Chairman of the Board of Trustees
of the National Museums of Canada from 1973 to 1978, and
President of the United Nations Association of Canada from
1980 to 1982 . He has also been Chancellor of the University
of Toronto since 1980 .
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
