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MCDOUGALL AND WILSON
TO HOLD TALKS WITH EUROPEAN COMMUNITY

The Secretary of State for External Affairs, the Honourable
Barbara McDougall, and the Minister of Industry, Science and
Technology and Minister for International Trade, the
Honourable Michael H. Wilson, will be in Brussels July 11
and 12 for discussions with the European Community’s Vice
President responsible for External Relations and Trade
Policy, Frans Andriessen, on a wide range of political and
economic issues.
