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and the British Government, or between any Minister, member or official of the

Canadian Government and any member or official of the British Admiralty or between

any persons or officials thereof, since 1909, giving details and particulars as regards

the neffotiations on naval affairs leading up to the agreement which was arrived at

after the Imperial Conference of 1911, as to the movement of vessels outside the

three-mile limit and the establishment of naval stations for the ships transferred to

or purchased for the Canadian !N"aval Service; also, copies of regulations governing

the movement of vessels of the Canadian Navy at the "present time.

Ordered, That the said Address be presented to His Excellency the Governor
General by such Members of this House as are Members of the Privy Council.

Pursuant to the Order of the Day, the Senate was adjourned du'ring pleasure

and put into a Committee of the Whole House on the Bill (A), "An Act to amend
the Dominion Elections Act."

(In the Committee.)

After some time "bhe Senate was resumed, and

The Honourable Mr. Daniel, from the said Committee, reported that they had

gone through the said Bill, and had directed him to report the same to the Senate

without any amendment.
With leave of the Senate, it was
Ordered, That Eules 24(2 and h, and 63 be suspended in so far as they relate to

the said Bill,

The said Bill was then read the third time.

The question was put whether this Bill shall pass.

It was resolved in the affirmative.

Ordered, That the Clerk do go down to the House of Commons and acquaint that

House that the Senate have passed this Bill to which they desire their concurrence.

Pul'suant to the Order of the Day, the Senate resumed the adjourned debate on

the motion.

That an humble Address be presented to His Excellency the Governor General to

offer the humble thanks of this Houtee for the gracious Speech which he has been

pleased to address to both Houses of Parliament.

Ordered, That it be placed on the Order Paper for consideration in a Com-
mittee of the Whole House on Tuesday next.

The Senate adjourned until Tuesday next, at Eight o'clock in the evening.
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
