NAVIGATION SURVEY, SASKATCHEWAN RIVER

Question No. 1,693-Mr. Stefanson:

Has the federal government carried out a survey
on the Saskatchewan river to determine if naviga-
tion is possible and feasible and if so, when was
this survey conducted and by whom and what are
the findings?

Hon. G. J. McIlraith (Minister of Public
Works): Yes, between the years 1910-1915 by
Mr. L. R. Voligny. A review of the report was
made in 1961 at which time it was conclud-
ed that there would not be a sufficient volume
of traffic to provide significant transportation
savings to set against the heavy capital and
operational costs which would be involved in
the construction of the waterway.

I am informed by the Solicitor General and
Central Mortgage and Housing Corporation
as follows: 1. No.

2. Central Mortgage and Housing Corpo-
ration have held discussions with officials of
the town of Springhill to assure them that
the full provisions of the National Housing
Act are available to meet the needs of the
community.

a portion of the tolls and dues collected for
use of the wharf at the following annual
rates:-100 per cent of the first, $100 col-
lected; 90 per cent of the next, $300 collected;
50 per cent of the next, $300 collected; 25
per cent of the next, $1,800 collected; 15 per
cent of the next, $13,500 collected; 5 per
cent of any remainder.
