LABOUR CONDITIONS

ST. CATHARINES—REPORTED LAY-OFFS
AT McKINNON INDUSTRIES

We
had a very useful discussion. Representations
of the nature referred to by the hon. member
were made.

After the meeting my colleagues and I dis-
cussed the matter. I might say that the
representations impressed me—at least, some
of them did. They were rather persuasive.
I hope they had the same effect on my col-
leagues.

We have asked for a special study and
report which I think should come before the
cabinet within the next week or so.
