UNEMPLOYMENT—REQUEST FOR UNANIMOUS
CONSENT TO MOVE MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. James A. McGrath (St. John’s East):
Mr. Speaker, I desire leave, by unanimous
consent, to introduce under Standing Order
43 a motion which I consider to be of urgent
and pressing necessity. I do so on the follow-
ing grounds:

1. The statement by the Minister of Region-
al Economic Expansion on November 26,
reported in Hansard at page 1268, expressing
the hope that the committee “will be able to
meet as soon as the House returns in Janu-
ary”, meaning that the government does not
intend to propose to the House an order of
reference for the committee before seven
weeks have passed at the earliest.

2. The statement made yesterday on the
CTV network by Dr. John Young, Chairman
of the Prices and Incomes Commission, that if
present trends continue unemployment in
Quebec and the Atlantic provinces would be
very serious by March.

I therefore move, seconded by my hon.
friend, the hon. member for Peace River (Mr.
Baldwin):

That the Standing Committee on Regional Devel-
opment be empowered to examine and inquire into
the following:

The present and worsening unemployment situa-
tion in the province of Quebec and the Atlantic
provinces; and that the first report thereon, with
its recommendations, if any, be submitted not later
than December 19, 1969.

Some hon. Members: Hear, hear.

Mr. Speaker: Hon. members have heard the
motion proposed by the hon. member for St.
John’s East. According to Standing Order 43
the motion can be put before the House only if
unanimous consent is obtained. I have to ask
whether there is such unanimous agreement.

Some hon. Members: No.
Mr. Baldwin: The government said no.

Mr. McGrath: Mr. Speaker, I should like to
rise on a question of privilege. In view of the
fact that unanimous consent to put my motion
under the terms of Standing Order 43 has
been withheld, and in view of the urgency of
