SEA KING HELICOPTERS-REQUEST FOR ASSURANCE 0F
AIRWORTHINESS POSSIBLE REPLACEMENT

Mr. J. M. Forrestaîl (Dartmnouth-Halifax East): Mr.
Speaker, my question is directed t0 the Minister of Nation-
al Defence and arises from a highly regrettable series of
incidents involving Sea King helicopters on the east coast.
In view of the most recent grounding of these aircraft, and
the safety checks that have been made, I wonder if the
minister can reassure those who fly them, and their wives,
that these particular pieces of air equipment are indeed
airworthy and safe?

Hon. Jamnes Richardson (Minister of National
Defence): Mr. Speaker, il is correct that one of our Sea
King helicopters did have a technical difficulty, but this
turned out 10 be an isolated incident and does not reflect
in general on the airworthiness of the Sea King. We did
ground them ail until there was an opportunity to estab-
lish individual engineering clearances, and I can assure
the hon. member that none of these helicopters will fly
without such clearance.

Mr. Forrestaîl: Mr. Speaker, in view ot the tact that
these particular pieces of equipment are at or beyond their
normal lite, can the minister indicate whether the govern-
ment is giving any consideration now t0 the replacement
of this equipment?
