Question No. 3,244-Mr. Reynolds:
1. Does the Manitoba Tent and Awning Company have a nonopoly on

2. In the past fîve years, how many rucksacks have been purchased by
the Company and what have been the costs încurred?

3. On whai date was authorization gîven for the purchase on October
4, 1974, of 7,631 rucksacks from the Manitoba Tent and Awnîng
Company?

4. Were militia units of the mobile command of DND issued rucksacks
prior to October 1974?

5. In June 1974, was there any knowledge that rucksacks t0 the
mîlîtia units mobile command would be requisitioned?

6. How often does the Department of Sopply and Services provide
market trends on a commodity group basis to material managers of
departments and agencies?

7. What is the cost of provîdîng thîs information to the materiai
managers within DSS?

8. Do these market trends forecast market prîce increases and consîd-
er înflatîonary spîrals on goods and commodities?

Mr. Oif f Mclsaac (Parliarnentary Secretary to Minis-
ter of Regional Economic Expansion): The answer for the
Department of Regional Economic Expansion is: (a) (i)
Board of Saskatoon (West) Sehool Unit No. 42, additions
and renovations to a achool. (ii) Asquith School, Asquith,
Saskatchewan. (iii) Estimated total construction cost of
$410.278. Federal boan approved $68,750. (b) (i) Board of
Education, St. Paul's Roman Catholic D.S.S. No. 20, addi-
tions and renovations to achools, and new school construc-
tion. (ii) Cardinal Leger School, Saskatoon, Saskatchewan,
St. Patrick's School, Saskatoon, Saskatchewan; East Col-
lege Park School, Saskatoon, Saskatchewan; Bishop Klein
School, Saskatoon, Saskatchewan; Holy Cross High School,
Saskatoon, Saskatchewan; E. D. Feehan Hîgh School, Sas-
katoon, Saskatchewan. (iii) Estîmated total construction
cost of $1,307,984. Federal boan approved $365,000. Lt should
be noted that the closing date for receipt of applications
from the provinces under this program was September 30,
1974. Including the above two projects, the total number of
applications received from the Province of Saskatchewan
and approved for both constituencies is as follows: Sas-
katoon-Biggar-fourteen projects, wîth an estîmated total
construction cost of $5,159,747, învolving Federal loans
totalling $943,504. Saskatoon-Humboldt-nine projects,
wîth an estîmated total construction cost of $4,833,897,
involvîng Federal loans totallîng $1,057,667.
