If that position were
sound, the Dominion could become pos-
sessed of any portion of the lands within
the limits of a province, and thus deprive
the province of its jurisdiction completely.
I look upon such an argument as unten-
able. I shall stand by the report of the
committee which was adopted after due
and careful consideration.
