After explanations and discussion, it was duly moved, seconded and carried
that the budget of $50,188,00 for 1926 be approved.

The managing-director was instructed to secure the necessary legal advice as
to the liability of the Health Ieague in regard to the actions of physicians in its em-
ploys Also he was instructed to prepare a report concerning the holding of a Health
Exhibition ia Montreal.,

The campaign against diphtheria has progressed favourably, The writing
of a series of newspaper articles was the first step., At the request of the Metropoli-
tan life Insurance Company, we have visited their various offices amd have immnized
the children of their agents, The Company have also printed some fifty thousand cards
for distribution., The eéxpenses in both cases have been met by the Company, We asked
the medical societies for approval of our campaign, which was gladly givem, At the
request of Li SOCIETE MEDICALE DE MONTREAL we are circularizing the Fremch-speaking
members of the profession on the subject, including in ocur letter a copy of the So-
ciety®s resolution of approval., The MEDICO~-CHIEURGICAL SOCIETY, at their last meeting,
appointed a committee to take the necessary action %6 brimg the work to the attention
of their members,

We started to prepare a petition for presentation to the civie authori-
ties, asking for the free disiribution of diphtheria antitexin and other hiological
products, This was not completed as the city acted before the petition was ready.

We have two centres for immunization, opemed since the first of the year,
one day a week each,
