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the history of the newspapers of the Province, 
and the Chronicle devotes several pages in review­
ing the history of that paper during the past 60 
years.

Starting with the Nova Scotian, as far back as 
1824, the Chronicle in detail sketches its career 
and that of its editors and proprietors in a con­
cise and most readable manner, recalling to mind 
many episodes that had escaped the memories of 
those who keep in touch with the Province’s ad­
vancement.

The career of the Chronicle is surely a proud 
one, and one at which every true Nova Scotia 
newspaper man should rejoice. It is alike a credit 
to the Province and to its capital city, and we 
extend our most enthusiastic congratulations upon 
its new appearance, coming, as it does, in a new 
dress, “from top to toe," and from an up-to-date 
plant.

Our only wish to the Chronicle is that it may 
make as great advances in the next twenty-five 
years as it has in the past, and that it may always 
be a welcome visitor, as we feel assured it will be, 
into the homes throughout the Province, as it is 
to-day.
