The World’s Columbian Exposition
Officially Rang Ont of Existence
at Midoight.

Chicago Day Over Again—Awards Pre-
sented—* Auld Lang Syune ” En-
thusiastically Sung.

CHicaco, Oct. 30.—As the sun sets in the
West to-night, the flags that have proudly
floated in the breeze upon towering staffs,
over buildings and entrance gates, day in
and dayout since that memorable May
Day, when Grover Cleveland, as President
of the United States, declared the World’s
Efposition opened, will be furled in token
that it is passing into history, while a few
hours later, when the clocks are chiming
the hour of midnight, each passing stroke
