The dead were piled in long lines
on the ground.

The bodies were
covered with sheets, and  the long
lines of white,shrouded dead presented
a ghastly spectacle. Here alone the
number . of dead exceeded tne official
figures, for in the rows there were
1282 ‘victims. 5

both sides of which the bodies were
laid, seeking for some lost one. As
the sheets were removed the living
would eagerly scrutinize the faces of
the dead, to see if the features were
those of ones for whom they weie
looking.
