GRANGERS IN SESSION.

The Worthy Master Says the Farmer Whe
is Doing Weil is Now
the Exeepiion.

Washington, Nov. 11,—The thirtieth
session of the National Grange con-
vened this morning in the National
Hotel, 80 States being represented by
150 delegates. In his annual address
Worthy Master J. H. Brigam said in
part: The farmer who is receiving fair
returns for his labor and invested
capital is now the exception.

‘““There has been no general failure
of crops, but the prices received for
most of tL.em do not pay for the labor
of production. Such conditions are
very discouraging. ' .

“It is well known to all of us that
comparison in the growth and mark-
ing of many of the products of the
farm is world-wide. Our breadstuffs,
meat and cotton must compete in Eu-
ropean markets with like products of
all exporting countries, in many of
which land and labor are much cheap-
er than in our country. These com-
peting countries are rapidly introduc-
ing improved machinery and methods
of tiliage, and their cheap labor is soon
able to handle machinery with skill.
Such conditions, combined with con-
tinually improving facilities for trans-
porting the crops of these countries to
market, may well awaken apprehen-
sion in the minds of the American
farmers. We cannot control produc-
tion or regulate the cost thereof in
foreign countries. There is no profit
in selling in the markets of the world
below the cost of production. If we
capnot comp~te with the cheaper land
and labor in these markets we can at
least control our own markets and
produce nearly everything needed to
supply our own people.

“Why should we buy sugar, wool,
etc.,, from other countries, when we
can produce them at home? The peo-
ple seem to have decided in favor of
adequate protection to American in-
dustries. We can, therefore, without
regard to our personal views, consist-
ently demand for agriculture the full
measure of protection accorded to
other industries, and we should ac-
cept nothing less.” Eva McDowell,

BEFORE THE HIGREST COURT.

The Pominion of Canada v, the Provinees
of Ontario and Quebre.

CANADIAN PATIENTS.

The Paris People Who Were Bitten by a
Mad Deg are at the Pasteur Insti-
tute and Will Likely Recover.

New York, Nov. 11.—The three Cana-
dian patients, all bitten by the same
dog, arrived at the Pasteur Institute
for treatment this afternoon. They are
George Newman, 32 years old, a driver
of an express wagon, bitten on the
right hand on Oct. 28; Grace Shepard,
21 years old; bitten on the wrist the
day following, and her brother, George,
21 years old, bitten on the right fore-
finger on Oct. 30. The dog was a
valuable water spaniel owned by
George Shepard, and had been acting
strangely several days before it bit
Newman, having several times sndp-
ped at passers-by. The Shepards did
not like to destroy the dog, which was
usually very _gentle, and, as the
wounds did not appear dangerous,
they permitted him to live. When,
however, the animal died in convul-
sions on Nov. 3 they became frighten-
ed and came to New York for treat-
ment. As no symptoms of rabies have
yet developed, it is thought that all
three wi'l recover.
