MAY REVOLUTIONIZE BOAT RACING.

Oxford’s Vietory Over Cambridge
Due in Part to the Use of New
Style and Shorter Shell.

“It was the most magnificent race rowed
since 1886.”" This is the unanimous verdict
of all experts and old rowing mea who fol-

lowed yesterday's race between Oxford and
Cambridge, which was won by the dark
b}ues in 2¢.31, says a special cablegram to
The Philadelphia Record. The race was
4% miles. The discomforts due to the
early hour of starting wére pecaliarly
atrocious. The weather seemed unworthy
of the event. There was keen delight in
witnessing so admirable an example of
plucky manhood afforded by both crews,
tho victory was literally snatched from
the jaws defeat. The prevailing impres-
sicn was that the better crew undobutedly
won, chiefly in consideration of the im-
mense advantage accruing to Cambridge,
owing to that crew winning the toss, which
gave the choice of situnations for rowing
with the strong south-southwest wind
blowing. That crew was able to hug the
southern bank of ¢he Thames. She %bvi-
ously scored over aer opponents, On the
otner hand omniscient experts who till
within five minuies of the start declared
that Cambridge was distinctly outclassed,
proved false-prophets. Cambridge duriag
ithe week's practice never displayed better
form than during the race itself. It is
more than a possibility that if the steering
had not been so faulty they would have
maingained till the end the advantage
which was still theirs when almost within
sight of the winning post.

1f Culmeseymour, the Oxford stroke, was
the happlest youngster in England last
night, surely Jamieson, the Cambridge coxs-
wain, was the most disconsolate. The main
interest in the race in the eyes of Amer-
ican oarsmen probably centres in Oxford's
bold experiment of rowing in a boat five
feet shorter than their oppounents’, but with
accompanying Increase of beam, and some
may say at once that the experiment Is
justified by the result, R. C. Lehmann, the
noted Oxford coach, told me at’the end of
the race: “I think the new boat undoubt-
edly helped to contribute ¢o the resalt ow-
ing to its greatef steadiness in ,rouzh
water, which alows the crew to reserve a
certain amount of strength, which other-
wise is expended in overcoming the effec
of the brokem water, thus when a critical
moment arrived the men were better pre-
pared to make a great effort. Of course,
I cannot say to a certainty whether the
result of thé race will revoldtionize the
racing craft of the fature, but it is un-
doubtedly within the bounds of possibility.”

An Obstacle in the Road to Complete |
Success and the Method to
Overcome the Difficulty,

VARIOUS SIZES OF BEDS, BALLS, ETC.

Interesting Letter by J. P. Dickson
of Ottawa, Who Compares Ameri-
can and Canadian Rules,

An obstacle in the road to the complete suc-
eess of ten pin bowiing in Canada is the
multiplicity of the sizes of beds, balls and
pins and none similar to those in use
across the line. A well-known local lover
of the game yesterday pameda the obvious
method for surmounting the difficulty.

How to Solve the Dificulty.
The solution of the difficulty to my mind
is the adoption in Canada of the Ameri-
can game of ten plos and the rules of the
National Bowling Assoclation gov
same.

more scientific one than our Canadian game,
the greater length of the alleys, reduced
size of balls, and difference in pins calling
for a greater degree of skill, whereas in the
Canadian game physical strength Is @ mat-
ter of great importance.

I'he stewards also accepted the resigna-
tion of Robert Aull, ex-President of the
St. Louis Fair Asscciation, and removed
the St. Louis track from the membership
oi the new organization. This result was
expected, because of the action of recent
stockholders of the association, who clos-
ed out their stock to a corporation affi'iat-
ed with the Western Turf Congress. The
following is the text of the resolution
ﬂll;b];ll‘d amending the outlaw clause of the
rules:

“All stake engagements made prior to the
adoption of the rules on March 35, 1901,
shall be respected by ¢the recognized and
licensed meetings of the Western Jockéy
Club, and horseg having such stake engage-
ments shall also be eligible to purses at the
meetings where they have such stake en-
gagements.”’

Got 46,000, 0n a Postcard.

Bsngor, Me., March 30.—Rila Kittredge
of Belfast, champion small writer of the
world, has retired from the field, leaving
his record of 46,000 words written with a
ecivmon steel pen on an ordinary postal
card for ambitious microscopic penmen to
equial or beat. Up to two years ago he
wrote a great deal, but now, being within
a few months of 90, he has given up the
laborious practice of writing volumes upon
small cards, his hand being less steady
and his eye less bright than in his best
days.

Mr.  Kittredge has long been famous for
his penmanship. He is a Vermonter by
birth. His practice of miniature chiro-
graphy began early in life and many a
time he has gone without his dinner rather
than leave unfinished a plece of work,

His first serious competitive effort was
made in 1887, when someone sent to The
Belfast Journal a postal card upon which
60v words had been crowded and defled
anyone to beat it. A few days afterward
Kitiredge handed in a postal card upon
which he had written 1000 words, and
this being beaten he produced ome with
3000 words,

The 3000-word  postal card ended the
competition, but Mr. Kittredge kept on
erowding bis letters and words Into still
smaller space, turning out in succession
cards bearing 6000, 10,000 and 20,600 words,
Fis finest work was done In 1889, when he
wrote 46,000 words upon an ordinary post-
al card, and ‘the entire text of the New
Testament, about 181,000 words, upon four
postal cavds.

He has written several presidential in-
adgural addresses upon postal cards and
has always considered it casy to write the
Lord’s Prayer eight times with the space
covered by a five-cent nickel. -He wrote
one of Gladstone’s speeches upon a postal
card and sent it to the statesman, who
wrote a letter in reply, thanking Mr. Kit-
tredge and praising his skill,

Mr. Kittredge never used any magnifying
gl sses or other aids. He has always worn
a pair of ordinary spectacles, such as most
éleerly men use, and all his writing has
been done with an ordinary steel pen and
common black ink. He has competed with
many would-be champions who have used
magnifying glasses and sharp-pointed hard
lead pencils, and he has easily beaten them
all, in spite of thelr advantage in the mat-
ter of equipment.

His writing is distinguished by its beau-
ty and the artistic arrangement and uni-
formity of the letters. Each letter is sepa-
rate and distinet, and some framed speci-
mens were shown at the Paris Exposition.
He gsaye that his eyes naturally magnify.
