To amend Rule 1, Section 14, by inserting
(a) after the words, “‘a try Is when,’”” and
sdding the following: (b), a player hay-
in, ‘his oppenents’. :Hne with:
the ball in his possession, makes a touch-
down, or is fairly held in touchan-goal or
on or behind the dead-ball line.

To ameud Rule 1, Section 15, sub-section
(b), by striking out“tifé word ‘either” and
substituting therefor the word ‘‘defend-
ing.”’

To amend Rule 1, Section 15, Sub-section
(d), by substituting, after the word ‘‘play-
er” the words ‘‘of the defending side.”

KING EDWARD AND AMERICA'S CUP

' 8ir Lipton Recounts Yacht Race In-

cidents, Talking Confidently.

London, Dec. 19.—Sir Thomas Lipton, in
the long interview which he had with
King Kdward yesterday, at which the Am-
erica’s Cup races were minutely discussed,
unfolded his plans for the future. His
Majesty exhibited thz keenest intevest,and,
at times, offered suggestions. He express-
ed the opinion that it would be very hard
to get a boat to beat the Americans, to
which Sir Thomas Lipton replied that he,
at least, was confident he could secure a
yacht a good deal better than the Sham-
rock II. When Sir Thomas had finished
explaining his reasons for this belief, the
King appeared to be satisfied, and heart-
lly wisned him success.

_Sir Tuomas Lipton also conveyed to King
Edward a recapitulation of President
Rousevelt's friendly comments on the
King and on England, which formed the
gist of a conversation between Sir Thomuas
and Mr, Roosevelt, while the former was
in the United States. The King was evi-
dently much pleased. In turn, he told Sir
’I:houms how greatly he admired President
Rcosevelt’s personality, which, unfortun-
ately, he only knew by hearsay.

The King takes great interest in the
preparations for building another challeng-
er for the cup, which are believed to be
already on foot.

Mr. Gage, in proposing the toast of ''IThe
Kiug,”afaid thput Canada was the freest
country under the sun.

He pointed out that during the year a
large London house had made a contract
with a Toronto firm for its vutput of paper,
a thing he had predicted at the dinner held
last year. In speaking of the copyrigit
question, he declared that it was nothing
more nor less than a monopoly. He show-
ed how easy it was for an American pub-
lisher to secure & Canadian copyright and
how ardous it was for a Canacian printer
to obtain a copyright in the United States.
He concluded by sayimg that the agitation
would be continued until relief was ob-
tained from Ottawa.

Publishing Interests.

“The Publishing Interests’” was respond-
ed to by Rev. Dr. Briggs, E. E. §heppnrd,
James L. Hpghes, and Atwell Fleming.

Dr. briggs suid that the literature
issued during the past year had been larger
and more of an elevating nature than in
former years. 'Ihe prices had also aad-
vanced.

1n an entertaining speech B. E. Sheppard
offered some facetious and epi ammatic
advice to the publishers and printers. “The
more you know about copyright the more
trouble you get into,”’ said he. He advized
them to unite and go down to Ottawa in

Mr. Fleming said one difficulty they had
to meet was with the fake adverfiser, who
was everywhere to be found.

Trade and Commerce.

“rrade and Commerce’ was proposed by
J. ¥. Ellis and responded to by A. E.
Ames, Hugh Blain and J. D. Allan, Mr.
Ames said that copyright and tariff mat-
ters should be kept away from the poll-
ticians. He spoke of Canada’s great
wealth and deelared that young men of
good ealibre were required fo develop its
resources.

Mr. Blaln hoped that the government
would send good immigrants to develop
the great Northwest. He declared that
the railway corporations were not as fair
in the management of business as the peo-
ple might expect. He predicted that in a
short time Toronto would be.recognized as
the great commercial centre of the Dom-
inion.

Mr. Allan spoke interestingly of the con
dition of trade in foreign countries, claim-
ing that Canada was but poorly advertised
abroad. “We require some revision in the
government departments,” said Mr. Allau.
“Qur Department of Trade and Commerce
at Ottawa is simply useless for the pur-
poses for which it was instituted.”
