In a cyclone of fire and tumbling
walls flye lives were snuffed out yes-
terday. The men were (ntombed pan-
der tons of blazing debric while fight-
ing flames at the old Sireet Railway
stables. Tho the properiy damaged is
scarcely a quarter of a milllon dollars
the disaster played havoc with the city
fire brigade, depriving ihe force of
‘five. of its best men. The conflagration
easily ranks as the most tragic affalr
in the history of the local fire depari-
anent. The death lisi includes Walter
Henry Clarke, David See, Adam Kerr,
Walter Oaks ColMard unud Frederick
'George Russell. .

The fire wiped out the three-storey
brick building at the sovthwest coruer

of Front and George, leaped across|

the network of. tracks five hundrei
feet to the great wurcaouse of the
Knickerbocker Ice Company, and lick-
ed the big building uup, while pillows
of flames spread east and west de-
vouring ‘many buildings and defying
the efforts of "the entire departmeni.
Dozens of streams joured tong of
water -into the main - buildings, and
nozzles were turned on adjacent
premises, but the great volume  seem-
ed but a drop in compaiison with the
vast sea of roaring fre.
BURIED BY BURNING BRICKS.
Then the tall walls of the old brick
building burst outward with a crash,
and struggling firanien on two sides
were engulfed in a shower of red hot
bricks and tons of hurning timbers.
The escaping fire tighters turned back
to the frightful furnace -and began
tearing at the moltea mess. The pyre

of flames shrouded in clcuds of vapor,
but their companions worked on re-
gardless of the fisrce heat and their
own agony.

GOOD IT WAS NOT WORSE.

That more members of the depart-
ment were not caught in the death-
trap 1s algo a matter of congratula-
tions. It was more a stroke of good
fortune, considered in the light of all
the circumstances. Dozens of men és-
caped Dby the merest accidenst,. and
flying bricks struck several fleeing
firemen as they were endeavoring to
get beyond reach of the walls ' which
killed their companions. The build-
ing arcund which the shocking fatali-
ties occurred was known to be danger-
ous.
