POLICY TO PEOPLE
ASSERTS MEIGHEN

It Will Be Given Mature Con-
sideration by Government,
Says Portage La Prairie
\  Member.

MEANTIME THE GRANT

British Navy Represents: An
Outlay of Four Hundred
Million Dollars — Will
We Do Our Part?

By the year 1915 Germany will have
17 battleships to Great Britain’s 25.
In battleships’ cruisers they will be
equal. As the ships of the super-
Dreadnought types drop out Ger-
many’s proportion of modern battle-
ships will be the greater.

With the above striking figures to
bear him out.
