added to the church at Jeddore.

Thus the labourers have not toiled in vain.

Bro. L. J. Skinner by :Lppo'\utmvm, September, 1859, la-
boured 8 weeks at Margarets Bay and Indian Harbour.
Visited Black Point, Magon’s Point, Hubly Scttlement, [adian
Harbour and Peggy’s (ove. Preached 43 Sermons ; attended
12 prayer and Conference Meetings 3 made 35 family visits
and baptized §2 persons. Thus the hands of the Brethren are
greatly strengthened. Paul may plant and Apollos water,
bat God alone gives the inerease.

Bro. W. H. DeWoll licentiate, spent 3 or 4 weeks at
Shorbrook. He states that the field is an interésting one for
Missionary labour. Ie reports 18 sermons ; 4 prayer and
conference meetings 3 1 Temperance meeting ; 1 candidate re-
ceived for baptism and others stand waiting. “ The harvest
traly is great but the labourers are few.”
