'The Celebrated “Treaty of Portsmouth,’
Which Now Only Awaits Signature,
" and Which Will End the Bloody
East.

PORTSMOUTH, N.H., Sept. 5 — The
peace treaty opens with & preamble that
his Majesty the Emperor, the autocrat
of all Russia, and his Majesty the Em-
peror of Japan, desiring to close the war

now subsisting between them and having
appointed their respective plenipotenti-
aries and furnished them with full powens
which were found to be in form, have
come to an agreement on a treaty of
peace and arranged as follows:—

Article 1 stipulates for the establish-
ment of peace and friendship between
the sovereigns of the two empires and
between the subjects of Russia end Ja-
pan respectively.

Article 2—His Majesty the Emperor of
Russia recognizes the preponderant in-
terest from political, wmilitary and econo-
mical points of view of Japan in the
Empire of Korea, ‘and stipulates that
Russia ‘will not oppose any measures for
{its government, foirotection for control
that Japan will deem mecessary to take
in Korea in conjunction with the Korean
government, but Russian subjects and
Russian enterprises are to enjoy the same

Article 3—It is mutually agreed that
the territory of Manchuria be simultane-
ously evacuated by both Russian and
Japanese troops.
