1st. Annexation would probably make all our 
institutions and magistrates elective.

2d. It would do .away with all cuslom-ltnuses 
and smuggling along our very extended frontier, 
and establish free trade with the North American 
continent.

3d. It would introduce the system of direct tax­
ation fur all the expenses of our own government.

4th. It would intioduce the American currency 
of dollars and cents, and the American postage 
system would be immediately extended over Cu-

5th. It would introduce American capital freely 
into Canada, to erect factories, carry on manufac­
tories, and purchase the produce of the soil ; but 
we would lose all remaining advantages in Britain.

6th. It would raise the value of fixed property in 
Canada to a par with properly similarly circum­
stanced on the other side of the lines.

7th. It would greatly promote the construction 
of Railroads in Canada, and especially that of the 
Niagara and Detroit River Railroad, which thé 
Eastern States very much need as a connecting 
link xvitli the West.

8lh. It would probably cause n great part of the 
produce of the West to flow down the St. Lnw-

9th. It would deprive us of the whole expendi­
ture of the British military, naval, commissariat and 
ordnance deportments in Canada.

10th. It would immediately subject us to the 
American tariff on imported goods, which is in 
many "respects much higher limn our own.

lltli. The money thus raised by duties on our 
importations, would be token to Washington to be 
spent there, perhaps in annexing the rest of Mexi­
co with a view to extend the area of slavery, of 
Cuba with a view to increase tl.e slave power.

RELIGIOUS AND MORAL CONSIDERATIONS.
1st. The annexation would, we presume, sweep 

away the title system at once from Lower Canada.
2d. It would go far to settle the Clergy Reserve 

and College questions in a very summary manner.
3d. It would entirely prevent all legislation for 

the endowment of any religious denomination, how. 
ever strong, such legislation being at variance with 
the constitution of the United States.

4th. It would give the non-slaveholding interest 
such an overwhelming majority in Congress as in 
all probability greatly to hasten the overthrow of 
the system of slavery itself in the United States-

5th. It would do away with nil fear of our be­
coming involved in a war with the United States.

(>th. It would remove us effectually from the fos­
tering care of British religious and benevolent 
societies.

7th. It would introduce usât once tu the sympa­
thies and aid of the Ameiicau societies of the same 
kind. TI.eir Tract Society, for instance, would 
probably send colporteurs immediately into Cana­
da; their Home Missionary Society pastors, and 
their Education Societies teachers.

8th. It wpuld expose runaway slaves to be caught 
end taken buck by their former masteis, if the 
aiave-calphers durst venture on the experiment.

9th. It would involve us in the guilt and odium 
of having slavery and the slave trade sanctioned by 
our national legislature at the scot of government, 
where it has sole and undoubted control; os well 
as in all such discreditable diplomacy as that re­
cently carried on respecting Oregon, Texas and 
Mexico.
