
Simla, Oct. 6—Lord Hardinge, the 
Viceroy, made an important*speech at 
the conclusion of the autumn session of 
the legislative council. Having briefly _ 
reviewed the progress of the war, he 
emphasized the fact that Great Britain’s 
sea power was a decisive factor in the 
struggle, and paid high tribute to the 
magnificent courage and tenacity shown 
by the armies of Russia.

The viceroy affirmed that in India 
tranquility prevailed, the Defence of In- : 
dia Act, having succeeded in restoring' 
order in Punjab, which had been dis- ! 
turbed by emigrants returning from' 

‘Canada and the United States imbued, 
tfith revolutionary ideas. His Excel-1 

lency in this connection praised the work 
of the lieutenant-governor and said he 
believed the lovai people of Punjab were 
thoroughly satisfied with the measures 
taken.

Frontier posts of India, he continued, 
had often been attacked by ignorant and 
fanatical tribesmen, but these attacks 
had always been repulsed with consid­
erable losses to the attacking parties. 
Our own tribesmen were absolutely 
staunch and loyal. The Ameer of Af­
ghanistan had throughout observed the 
strictest neutrality, which he would con­
tinue rigidly to maintain, but the situ­
ation in Persia was disturbed by roving 
bands armed with Austrian and Ger­
man rifles, who wandered about endeav­
oring to make trouble. ? ,

No one could look back on the last 
fourteen months and contemplate the part 
which India has played in the war with 
greater pride than he; nobody could ap­
preciate better the deep-seated patriot­
ism and whole-hearted loyalty of, the 
people of India, which was ever-shining 
as a beacon to illumine the history of the 
land. But as the war progressed, he 
presumed, it would be felt rpore and 
more,, and there might be times pf an­
xiety and , Repression. If such a time 

they must show the world that 
India is united, and that the blood of 
Englishmen and Indians had not been 
shed on the field of battle in vain. All 
attempts to, create trou We and sow sed­
ition would prove vain and fruitless.

Lord Hardinge concluded by referring 
to the question of the extension of his 
vice-royalty and the desire of many that 
he remain in office after March. He said 
the decision rested with the imperial 
government. He had readily agreed to 
remain until March (his period of office 
regularly expiring in November) to meet 
the wishes of the people of India, to 
make some slight, though inadequate, 
return for their sympathy and affection.
He asked them to believe that the de­
cision of the imperial government was 
in the best interests of India, and he 
trusted that by next spring the horrible 
war would be over.
