- About half of these cap-
tures are said to have been made on a
front of 150 versts (100. miles).

Petrograd, April 7—All the Austrian
prisoners from Przemysl have now been
gent to the interior of Russia.

rised nine generals, 2,807 officers and
le,SQO soldiers. In addition there were
6,800 sick or wounded persons whose
condition prevented their transport and
who are still retained in the hospitals
at the front. Austrian doctors and
nurses to the number of 289 have been
temporarily retained to look after them.

The inventory of the enormous quan-
tity of war material captured at Prze-
mysl has not yet been completed, but
the capture includes more than 900 guns
of which a large number are in perfect
order. Daily new depots of munitions of
ware are discovered. Many guns and
rifles, with their accessories, were thrown
into the river by the Austrians. Steps
are being taken to recover these.”

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Dr. E. J. DillonWires From Rome
That There is no Thought of
Breaking From Germany

London, April 7—Dr. J. E. Dillon
wires the Daily Telegraph from Rome
that rumors of - Austria’s desire to con-
clude a separate peace, and of informal
overtures made to Russia are without
foundation in fact.

“Austria,” he says, “as soon as she
perceived the magnitude of the conflict
she was instrumental in provoking,
would gladly have composed her dif-
ferences with ¢ Russia, but Germany
burned her bridges and precipitated
war. ' Since then the Austrian emperor
and the government have displayed ab-
solute loyalty to their, ally. under’ the

tmost trying conditions. They are t
*“tas far mngved = .

removed from any ides of break-
ing away from any, as they . were.
at the outset of the war. Emperor Frans
Josef proclaims himself a German
tentate and is resolved to act the part
at every cost.”

“From Budapest I am informed on
equally trustworthy authority that no
member of the cabinet or any party en-
tertains. at present any views on the
subject of peace differing materially
from those held in Vienna. It gseems
highly probable that Count Tisza’s cab-
inet will preserve steadfastly its fidelity
to the German alliance. On the other
hand, I have positive personal know-
ledge that certain Hungarian politicians
who have no connection with the gov-
ernment are turning over in their minds
the ‘effect that ecertain eventualities
might have upon the attitude of Hun-
gary towards its enemies and its ally,
should the Russians overrun the Hun-
garian plains.”

TURKISH  MINISTER
LODKS FOR CLOSE OF WAR
BY END OF OCTOBER

Paris, April 7—A  despatch from

Geneva to the Matin quotes Djavid Bey,
the Turkish minister of finance, as say-
ing: .
“I am of the opinion that the war can-
not last much longer, for.the Germans
will be unwilling to make a second win-
ter campaign. I expect, therefore, a de-
finite solution towards the end of Oc-
tober.”

Djavid Bey, who arrived at Geneva
from Berlin, talked freely to French re-
porters. He said he had negotiated a
loan of $80,000,000 in Berlin. He scofféd
at the idea that the allies could force
the Dardanelles or the Bosphorus. Tur-
key, he said, had never allowed the Eng-
lish to become acquainted with the new
defence batteries, only the old ‘forts, al-
though. the English. were charged with
training the Turkish fleet,

Djavid Bey expressed regret that his
country was at war with her old friend
France, but added: “Sentiment plays a
small role in international war. While
in Germany I was most struck with the
savage hatred which every German
showed for England. Hatred of Eng-
land seems to have absorbed the whole
nation’s capacity for hatred, so nobody
seemed to think of detesting France.”

The ‘boy scout movement is now be-
ing organised in New Brunswick with
every hope of ?mmcg. There is<a
Provincial Council, affiliated with the
Dominion Council, and the organization
is! now represented in St. John, Fred-
ericton, Moncton, St. Stephen, McAdam,
Milltown, Woodstock, Sussex, Grand
Falls, Campbeliton, Canterbury and
Plaster Rock, with a total strength of
over seven hundred scouts. It is worthy
of note that H. R. H. the Duke of Con-
naught is chief scout for' Canada, and
the Canadian General Council is doing
all in its power to strengthen the Pro-
vincial. Councils in order that local or-
ganizations may be formed in every
community, f

The -president of the New Brunswick
Provincial is Lieut.-Col.  Wedderburn;
the secretary is Rev. D. MacGuire and
the treasurer A. C. Skelton of the Bank
of British North America in this city.

Mr, Skelton is also the president.of
the St. John Loecal Council, of which
W. S. Fisher is vice-president. Mr. Legge
of the Y. M. C. A, secretarygand R. In-
gleton city commissioner.

There are at present six scout troops
in.St. John, with about one hundred and
fifty bpys enrolled, and it is expected

THIS IS DECIDING. DAY FOR THE PRINZ EITEI

Newport News, Va., April 7—The
German Commerce raider Prinz Eitel
Friedrich did not sail from this port last
night. Opportunity to leave neutral
waters under cover of darkness was af-
forded by the United States govern-
ment, which had denied clearance to
merchant ships of Germany’s belligerent
enemies.

Daybreak found the Eitel still moored
to her pier and but a few hours remain-

ed of the twentv-four in which she

would be permitted to attempt to pierce
the cordon of allied warships hovering
outside the three mile limit off the Vir-
ginia capes. Since Commander Thier-
ichens failed to take advantage of a par-
ticularly dark night to escape, belief here
early today was that the cruiser would
be interned. Whether or not this would
be done immediately after the expira-
tion of the liberty time at about 11.40
o'clock this morning could not be as-
certained.
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
