Tae WesLevAN TreorocicAL CoLLeGe, Montreal, was
founded by the Wesleyan Methodist Church in Canada in the
year 1873. In 1878 it was, by order of the General Confer-
ence of the former Methodist Church of Canada, incorporated
and affiliated with McGill University. It is one of four
Protestant Theological Colleges in Montreal affiliated with
this University, and the second of them in point of atten-
dance and equipment. In 1883 there were finished che com-
modious buildings which it now occupies. It has acquired
from Parliament the power of conferring degrees in Divinity,
and exercised this power for the first time at the last Convo-
cation. No degrees in Course are given without attendance
at lectures. Its work includes the following Curricula :—
