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THE RIGHT VIEW.

Hon. Dr. McLean, provincial secretary
and minister of ed!cutior' in British Co-
lumbia, says:—

“Taking all the work that muniéipal
legislators have to perform, 1 think the
problems that come under the purview
of my department, public health and
education, are probably the most import-
ant.”

Is this- view entertained by city and
municipal councillors in general? Do
they pay @s much attention to matters
pelating to public health and education
as they do to those which relate to other
branches of civic or municipal adminis-
tration? In New Brunswick, for ex-
ample, will all the municipal councils do
their best to bring the new hezalth act
into successful operation? As a matter
of fact the emphasis in municipal govern-
ment has not been placed upon matters
relating to social welfare to nearly as
great an extent as should everywhere
be the rule. To develop a healthy and
intelligent citizenship should be the first
consideration, and every law and every
administrative act should be related to
that great object. Health, housing, edu-
cation, child welfare—these are para-
mount; but what proportion of direct at-
tention do they get? The statement of
Hon. Dr. McLean might well be framed
and hung in municipal council chambers
throughout the country.

JUVENILE COURTS.

Quite a number of years ago Winni-
peg established a juvenile court. These
courts were already a great success in
American cities. Other Canadian cities
followed Winnipeg. St. John is one of
the last to consider the question. Such
a court has no relation to an ordinary

: police court. It is reformatory in its
outlook and practice. Mr. J. J. Kelso,
who has been for more than twenty-
five years superintendent of neglected
and dependent children in Ontario, ex-
presses the view that a man of business
training, not a lawyer, but having the
qualifications of heart and mind that
appeal to children, combined with firm-
ness and good judgment, makes an ad-
mirable judge of % juvenile court. The
history of these courts shows that they
have a most benefivial effect upon boy
and girl life in cities, throwing around
the wayward ones neecessary safeguards,
dealing with home conditions, and pre-
venting a great deal of the drift toward
vice and crime. If St. John is to have
such a court it should be a court worth
while. There should be no question of
cheap substitutes where the welfare of
the children is concerned. The ques-
tion really concerns every citizen, for
if vice and crime grow the taxes grow
with them. *There is an economic as
well as a moral and spiritual side to the
problem.

HOUSING IN HALIFAX,

“If the proper authorities and people
who had the welfare and, above all, the
health of this city at heart could have
seen what I have seen on my tours as
an inspector—and I have reported thous-
ands of cases—they would readily un-
derstand why the infant mortality rate
and the adult death rate is so high, as
the environment that the children in the
poorer districts are victims of is crim-
inal”

The above paragraph is an extract;
from the report of Commissioner Craig
last week to the Halifax board of health. |

He went into particulars to prove his
case and added:

®As a chain is no stronger than its

weakest link, a city can be no cleaner
than its dirtiest slum or hovel. If we
are to lessen the ravages of tuberculosis
and infectious diseases, we should at
once do something to wipe out the in-
cubators of these diseases in our midst.”
