“Inesmuch as this memorandum de-
nied Italy’s rights over the Dalmatian
Isladds, accorded only in complete liber-

brought forward by Italy, but by a
thrillling act of spontaneous will which
began with the declaration of Fiume’s
representative in the Hungarian parlia-
ment, and which was subsequently con-
firmed when Fiume proclaimed herse
an Italian town. Can our great nation
remain inert and unmoved by the vehem-
ent and despairing appeal of this peop-

i ple, whose blood is our blood? No! Italy

does not need to put forward a formal
thesis in support of her demands, feeling
sure that violence will not be done to
the will of this Italian town.”

Premier Orlando reiterated that the
treaty of London did not prevent the Al-
lies from considering the Fiume question
from the Italian view and that more-
over, the Allies had admitted. they were
in no wise bound regarding Fiume, they

,| considered themselves capable of agree--

ing to the freedom of the city.

“It is our desire and firm resolve,” he
said, “that the alliance shall not be brok-
en up. We wish to' remain loyal to it
for the sake of the solemn pledge which
binds our word of honor, but still more
for the holiness of bloodshed in a com-
mon cause.” :

After paying tribute to all the Allied
soldiers, the premier continued:

“The Allies of yesterddy must be the
Allies of today and all their peoples who

| sacrificed themselves for the victory of

an ideal, must remain at the helm to-
gether in the tie of loyal friendship.

“Obeying the supreme command of
the Italian government and realizing the
solemnity of the hour, I affirm before
this parliament that Italy is animated by
all that spirit of conciliation which is
compatible with the unavoidable exigen-
cies of nationab conscience and dignity.

With the same sincerity I say that I
cannot determine in- this difficult mo-
ment in what forms or by what means
we can reach that object, because in the
last. solemn conversation that occurred
on April 24, there arose a difference, not
only regarding our point of view, but
also between that of our Allies and our
associated powers. Therefore, in the
present .state of affairs, Italy is not fac-
ing a solution in which the Allied and
associated governments agree with an
insurmountable measure of agreement.
Nor is there a proposal of compromise
upon which all are agreed, but instead
she is facing a difference of opinion
which virtually denies the actual possi-
bility that special territorial conditions
reserved to Italy can be obtained in the
peace treaty accepted by all the Allied
and associated powers. *
