The committee adds that it received 
strong representations from some muni­
cipal corporations and from a represen­
tative of the stock exchange protesting 
against further amalgamation on the 
ground that it is not in the national in­
terest that large funds belonging to the 
public should be in the hands of a few 
companies.

Any approach to a banking combine 
or a money trust, the report points out, 
would cause great apprehension to all 
classes and give rise to a demand for the 
nationalization of the banking business.
Moreover, the position of the Bank of 
England would be undermined seriously 
by so overwhelming a combination and 
it might find it extremely difficult to 
carry out its important duties as a sup­
porter and regulator of the money mar­
ket. Any such result, it is declared, 
would be a grave menace to the public 
interest.
