The conference is a direct result of the 
recent action. of the admiralty in reduc­
ing the Mediterranean fleet and concen­
trating the vessels taken from it in the 
North Sea, which has been the, cause of 
keenest discussion in England and France 
and has led to the suggestion that the ex­
isting entente cordiale between those two 
countries should be replaced by an alli­
ance.

The question 'of strengthening British 
garrisons in Egypt and other places on 
the route to India, and the activity of 
the Italian fleet about thç islands of the 
Aegean Sea, with its effect upon the Brit­
ish . position, will also be discussed.

New York, May 29—A cable to the Tri­

bune from London quotes an official of 
the foreign office today, speaking of the

Newark, N. J., May 29—Colonel Roose­
velt, on the Republican aide, and Govern­
or Wilson on the Democratic side, were 
overwhelming winners in yesterday’s prim­
aries in New Jersey, according to the 
nearly complete return* this morning.

The Roosevelt victory was a clean sweep 
and the former president will. apparently 
have every one of the state’s twenty-eight 
delegates at the Chicago convention. In 
the preferential vote his plurality was 
fully 10,000 over Taft. The result ex­
ceeded the expectations of the most en­
thusiastic Roosevelt leaders.1 In some dis­
tricts Colonel Roosevelt received ten votes 
to every one cast for the president.

Governor Wilson’s triumph at the hands 
of the democratic voters was only a trifle 
less complete than that of Roosevelt. The 
governor lost four delegates out of the 
twenty-eight, and these four were imin- 
etructcd from Essex county, the strong­
hold of the anti-Wilson machine, where 
he had had no hopes of winning.

The LaFolette vete was a neglible fact­
or. Scattering ballots were marked for 
the western senator in every district, but 
his total was not more than two per cent 
of the entire vote cast. The vote in nearly 
•11 sections was exceedingly light, several 
countiee casting less than half of the total 
registered at the last general election.

The polls did not close until nine 
o’clock last night, and as a result, the 
vote, was very late in being counted.
