Reins of Government Are Handed
Over to Crown Prince
Gustave

Stockholm. Dec. 4.—The health of
King Oscar is again unsatisfactory,
and on the advice of the physicians, his
Majesty handed over the reins of gov-
ernment to the Crown Prince Gustave,
who was formaily appointed regent io-
day.

A bulletin issued to-day says that the
King is suffering from catarrah of the
bladder and protracted insomnia. His
heart and kidneys are seriously affect-
ed.

SUGAR MAGNATE DIES. )/
H. 0. Havemeyer, of New York, Was
a Millionaire Many Times Over.

New York, Dec. 4—Henry Osborne
Havemeyer, president of the Ameri-
can Sugar Refining Company, dieq to-
day at his country house, Merrivale
stock farm, at Commack, Long Island,
of heart failure, following an attack
of acute indigestion, experienced on
Thanksgiving day. From the first the
patient’s heart failed him, and his con-
dition was critical. Resort to the use
of oxygen to prolong his life was had
a few hours before the end this after-
noon.

Mr. Havemeyer was the son of the
late Frederick Christian Havemeyer,
svho, with his father, was a pioneer in
sugar refining. He was born on Octo-
ber 18th, 1847, in this city, where his
father and his grandfather amassed a
fortune in the sugar refining business.
After an education in the public
schools he entered the business of
Havemeyer & Co.,, and later with
Havemeyer & Elder. His genius for
organization showed itself in the form-
ation of the American Sugar Refining
Co., in 1887, His brother, Theodore A.
Havemeyer, was elected president of
the company and held that office until
his death four years ago.

H. O." Havemeyer succeeded his
brother in the presidency in 1897. He
attracted wide attention by refusing to
answer certain questions put to him
by. the U. S. senate commmttee which
was making an investigation of the
sugar industry. Mr. Havemeyer was
indicted and tried for contempt. After
a long fight he was freed. He en-
gaged in a hard fought campaign with
the Arbuckles for the control of the
sugar business, and when the fight was
over the position of the system was
strengthened. He made many millions
of dollars, and he was considered one
of the wealthiest mén in New York.
Mr. Havemeyer, in 1883 married Miss
E. W. Elder, who was the daughter
of his partner in the sugar business.
His wife and four children survive him.

EXPLOSION AT HOME FOR AGED.

One Man Killed and Seéveral Lives
Endangered When Boiler Burst
at Rochester, N. Y.

Rochester, N. Y., Dec. 4—One life
lost and a score of others endangered
was the result of a boiler explosion
here to-day at the Gierman Home for
the Aged. $

John Shumaker, §5 years old and an

inmate for about one year, was killed,
and the building of the. Frick-Cook
memorial building was damaged, prob-
ably to the extent of $600.

It was discovered after the explosion
that there was no water in the boiler,
and the explosion occurred after the
fire started.

FEAR OF BLACK HAND.

Deaf ‘Mute, After Wounding His
Father, Commits Suicide.

New York, Dec, 4—Insane, it is said,
in the belief that the Black Hand is
conspiring to kill his parents and kill
him, John Ingebrand, jr., a deaf mute,
37 years old, attempted to-night to
murder his father, John Ingebrand, of
Mount Vernon.

After his parents had fought desper-
ately to tear the gun from his grasp,
he shot and seriously wounded his
father and then fired a bullet into his
own head and fell dead.

WINNIPEG DEBENTURES.
Probable Purchase by Large Financial
Interests in England.

Winnipeg, Dec. 4.—It was learned
to-day that Hanson & Co., of Montreal,
will make an offer to purchase some of
the city’s debentures within the next
few days.

It is learned that Messrs. Hanson &
Co., are acting .for large financial in-
terest in Great Britain, behind whom is
the Bank of England.

SOAP COMPANY IN LIQUIDATION.

Toronto, Dec. 4.—The Atlantic Soap
Company, of Toronto, has gone into
liquidation at the instance, it is said,
of a Montreal house that is a large
creditor.

MAIL THEFTS.
N\ s S¥ringmer—
Clerk Convicted at Prince Albert Must
Serve Five Years.

Prince Albert, Dec. 4—Arthur Neild,
railway mail clerk on the Prince Albert
line, was sentenced by Mr. Justice Pen-
dergast to five years in the peniten-
tiary for-opening and stealing the con-
tents from letters.

Neild was arrested last summer, and
has been in - jaii ever since. His
method was to slip a pencil under the
gum-slip on the envelope, and in this
way to-open the letter and extract the
money. - Most of the money was taken
from letters addressed to Catholic
Fathers here and it was chiefly contri-
butions to the church and the Indian
schools in the district. The sums were
usually -small and not registered, and
after sealing the envelopes again
Neild would send them on to thelr
destination. This was kept up for a
considerable length of time before he
was detected. Finally, however,
marked letters were mailed from dif-
ferent points, and detectives of the
post office department were convinced
that he was guilty.

At the conclusion of one trip into
Prince Albert from Regina, the inspec-
tor was at the station, and asked
Neild and his partner to step over to
the office. They did so, and Neild was
there placed under arrest. He asked to
see the official privately and imme-
diately pleaded guilty to the charge
of robbing the mail. He was confined
in Prince Albert, and has remained
here ever since. A week ago he was
brought before the judge and admitted
his guilt.

GREAT ERITAIN'S:
NEW NAVAL BASIN

Quay Accommodation. for 22 War-
ships at Rosyth, Scotland--
"Huge Graving Dock

Glasgow, Dec. 4.—Plans for the great
new naval basin at Rosyth, Scotland,
have been comipleted,. and -the work
will commence egrly-in 1908, °
, The basin will cover #ifty-six acres
with a depth. of 36 feet at all tides.
Access will be obtained through a lock,
850 feet long. The basin is to be prac-
tically square with quay accommeoda-
tion for twenty-two warships, al-
though this may be doubled.

The plans provide for the construc-

tion of a graving dock to accommodate
the largest of battleships.

CURTAIL WGRKING HOURS.

Retrenchment of Lynn Electric Com-
pany Which Employs 7,500 Men.

Lynn, Dec. 4—Notices were posted at
the works of the General Electric Com-
pany here to-day to the effect that the
7,500 employees would receive their
pay to-morrow and the works would
close on Friday and Saturday. The
same schedule wiil obtain next week,
but after that the company officials
will make a weekly announcement of
the working hours.

SAW MILL DESTROYED.

Tisdale, Sask., Dec. 4.—News has
arrived here that the saw mill owned
and operated by Senator T. O. Davis
and others, at a place known as Sel-
dom Seen, has been totally destroyed
by fire. It is suspected that the fire
was the work of an employee, and the
Mounted Police are at work on the
case.

PLIGHT OF LAUNDRY COMPANY.

Toronto, Dec. 4—Acting for the es-
tate of J. M. Staebler, the Trusts and
Guarantee Co. to-day filed a petition
for the winding up of the City Laundry
Company. The company was incorpor-
ated with a capital of $150,000, of which
$88,000 was paid up. The Staebler
estate holds $20,000 worth of stock. A
number of judgments have been enter-
ed against the company recently.

EXODUS OF GOLD FROM JAPAN.

An interesting article is published in
the Osaka Mainichi concerning the exodus
of gold from Japan. : A marked increase
may be observed, ‘says-the Osaka journal,
in the export of gold eoins from Japan
to Shanghai and Hongkong during the
rast few years. In this outflow of gold
lies a mystery. Once exported, the gold
will never come back, and it is lost to
sight for ever. It has been found that
this exodus is not the -natural result®of
the working of exchange in trade, and the
authorities were greatly puzzled to dis-
cover what became of the prectous metal.
The result of investigation first showed
that the quality of Japanese gold coins
being best fitted for use in the manufac-
ture of gold-leaf, they were so converted,
but this conclusion has turned out to be
inaccurate. It has since been discovered
that the Japanese gold pieces being al-
loyed do not answer for making Chinese
gold-leaf, which is of pure gold.

The value of Japanese gold coins ship-
ped for Shanghai and Hongkongg from
Kobe in the past three years, never to be
seen again, is as follows:

From the above figures it will be seen
that the shipment was largest in 1904 and
smallest in the following year, making an
astonishing increase again last year. The
Osaka journal explains that in 1904 the
fluctuations of the rate of exchange made
it advantageous to remit gold. R 5 & B
therefore, impossible to conclude that the
exodus of gold in that year was entirely
due to the mysterious and unknown cause
apart from the working of exchange in
trade. 2

Financially such a large exodus of gold
is a matter of great importance, but it is
astonishing to find out what becomes of
this gold. Investigations made by the
Yokohama Specie bank show that it is
the custom in South China for rooms to
be decorated with gold bullion during the
New Year holidays. Without this orna-
ment, the magnificence of a rich man-
sion and the dignity of a high family
cannot be complete. For this purpose,
rich people emulate each other in collect-
ing gold before January. Formerly the
gold for-this purpose used to ,be supplied
from Manchuria, any deficit being made
good by importing the metal from Aus-
tralia and America. Political changes
which have taken place in Manchuria
sirce the Japan-China war have cut off
the supply, and Australia and America
became the only source of supply. Seeing
that a gold standard was adopted in
Japan, and gold bullion was largely im-
ported by Japan, the clever Chinese de-
cided to take the supply neaded from
Japan with less expense, with the result
above mentioned. The Japanese govern-
ment has been making every effort to
devise means to put a stop to the exodus
of gold, but in vain. The only course
available for the purpose is to reduce the
percentage of pure gold in Japanese
coins, but this cannot be done without

BRITON OR AMERICAN,

A’ “Perplexed Anglo - American,”
writing to an English paper from
Christchurch, asks:

“Does a British-born subject who be-
comes naturalized in the United States
cease to be a British subject in fact?

“Under the  Naturalization Act
passed by the American congress, and
which came into force this year, any
alien who becomes a naturalized citi-
zen of the United States, and subse-
quently returns to his native land to
reside permanently, forfeits his Amer-
ican citizenship, Take the case of a
Briton who has taken the oath of al-
legiance to the United States, and has
expregsly renounced allegtance to the
King of Great Britain.

“This man lives in the United States
for many years, and finally returns to
England to make his home, as so- many
do. What is he, Briton or American?
How does he resume his British na-
tionality, if he really lost it by his
American naturalization? Does he
have to take out naturalization papers
here; and if he does is he a natur-
alized or native subject, having been
bern in Great Britain?

“Lawyers and others tell me that
‘once a Briton always a Briton,’ and
that the British government does not
recognize the right of a British-born
subject to expatriate himself. Any au-
thoritative statement would be wel-
comed by some.”

Counsel's Opinion.

A well known K. C., interviewed in
London, said: “By the Naturalizatign
Act, 1870, it was made possible for a
British subject to divest himself of his
British nationality. Before the pass-
ing of this act the legal maxim ‘Nemo
potest exuere patriam’ knew no excep-
tion. Since then ‘any British subject
becoming naturalized in the United
States ceases to bé a British subject.
On his return he is an American citi-
zen in the eyes of the British law,
whatever the American law may be.

“His only way of becoming a Brit-
ish subject is by taking out naturaliza-
tion papers. In law he would then be-
come ‘a naturalized British subject,
though grammatically he would be
both naturalised and native-born.”

ACCUSED OF FORGERY.

Mrs. Lillian Hamilton Alleged to Have
Fleeced Banker Out of $200.

St. Catherines, Ont.,, Dec. 4.—Mrs.
Lillian Hamilton, :who, it is alleged,
fleeced L. H. Colard, a banker of this
city, out of $200. by forging the nate
of B, C. Fairfield, a business man, a
few weeks ago, was arrested in Buf-
falo this afternoon and brought here
this evening.

She is now lodged in the county jail,

and will appear (in court to-morrow
morning.

A HEART METER INVENTION.

The human heart is fast losing its
mystery. You can actually see it now-
adays—or rather, you can observe its
movements in a shadow picture by

means of the Rontgen rays. The fact
is not new, but the facilities for apply-
ing the idea to medical science have
developed wonderfully, and the author-
ities of one of the great English hos-
pitals are proud of the latest addition
to their electrical department, which
will be opened probably in the near fu-
ture. It is called an ‘“orthodiagraph,”
because it gives a tracing of the ob-
ject disclosed in exact relative dimen-
sions.

The apparatus has four arms, one
of which holds a small circular green-
ish-yellow screen, one a wire black
ring, one a wooden case, and the other
the little reservoir that acts as a pen-
cil for the tracing. Against a tall can-
vas screen in the dark stands the per-
son who wants his internal organs to
be seen at work.: The arms of the
machine are lowered until the greenish-
vellow screen appears in front. There
is heard the faint crackle of electricity,
a circle of light appears, and the mo-
tion of the heart, reflected on the
screen, may be followed. Attached to
the front of the machine is a bulb. This
is in association with the “pencil” be-
hind, and as it is pressed a drawing of
the heart is traced to little blue dots
upon another white screen at the back.
The novelty of this machine is the
perfection . to - which it has been
brought. It may be worked by a fin-
ger.

Great value is attached to the use of
the orthodiagraph, which will enablte
accurate and reliable records of the
state of patients’ hearts to be obtained.
At present, however, only the outlines
and the movements can be observed.
It is not possible as yet to gee the
structure of the heart. The orthodia-
graph was made at Nauheim, Germany.

MYSTERY CLEARED UP.

The eold adage that “truth is stranger
than fiction” is once more confirmed
by the arrival of the New Zealand gov-
ernment steamship Hinemoa at Bluff
Harbor, N. Z., with sixteen survivors
of the missing barque Dundonald. The
men were discovered in an emaciated
condition, living on a bleek island in
the south Pacific, subsisting solely on
what shell-fish and sparse vegetation
the inhospitable spot offered . them.
Many of them died, overcome by ex-
posure and lack of nourishment, but
sixteen of them fought off the worst
dangers of privation, and lived until
the arrival of assistance.

The Dundonald left Sydney, N. S. W.,
on February 16th, for Falmouth, with
Captain Thornburn in command. When
in the vicinity of the Auckland Islands
the vessel encountered terrific gales
and was finally driven ashore. Some
thirty members of the crew escaped
from the wreck. They lived upon the
isiand for some time betore sickness
overtook any of them, but after the
few provisions salved from the wreck
nad disappeared the unfortunate sea-
men were reduced to living upon what
iittle food they could obtain from their
rocky, barren home. One by one the
band of survivors diminished until six-
teen of the strongest remained, hoping
against hope for relief and scanning
the sea continually. The Dundonald
was posted as missing in September,
after being withdrawn as uninsurable.
A couple of weeks ago the Hinemoa
saw the shipwrecked men’s signals of
distress and sent a boat ashore to
them,

THRILLING RESCUE.

The rescue of Captain Geo. Johnson
and his crew of the St. John lumber
schooner Cora B., wrecked on the Cape
Ann ledges, near Boston, a few days
ago, was the most thrilling and danger-
ous atiempt ever recorded to the credit
of the hardy Gloutester life savers.
As the vessel was being pounded to
pieces in the terrible northeast gale the
life savers rigged a rope bridge from
the schooner to the beach. Over this
bridge the crew of the ill-fated vessel
made their perilous way until shallow
water was reached, when they dropped
into the surf and safety. The wreck
is cnly a few cables length from the
dreaded Norman's Woe, the scene of the
wreck of the Hesperus, of which Long-
fellow wrote.

BOVERIC REFUSED TO TOW.

The arrival of the steamship Al-
liance, Capt. Olson, at Astoria in tow
of the tug Tatoosh, has relieved the
great anxiely which was felt about the
vessel. Although the Alliance was
badly damaged while crossing Coos
Bay bar on Thursday last. the captain
managed to work his vessel to the
mouth of the Columbia, where he was
picked up by the tug and towed to
vort.. The* name of the passenger who
was drowned from the steamship when
she struck on the bar was D. F. Pyott.

In an interview at Astoria, Capt.
Olson told of sighting the Boveric and
asking for a tow, which was refused
by ‘the Weir steamship. Capt. Olson
said:

“On Friday morning we spoke the
steamship Boveric, and while she
stood by and I boarded her and tried
to make arrangements to be towed to
the Columbia, but her captain said he
had no appliances for towing and
wanted a guarantee for the safety of
Gamage while doing the work and, as I
had no authority known to me to do
such a thing, I asked him for some
sails, but he refused for the alleged
rcason that he could not have new ones
made at Victoria, B. C., where he was
bound. I felt no alarm about the ves-
sel and the passengers appeared to be
cocntented, so I headed for the Columbia
and had a slow but pleasant passage.”

SPEED OF COMING LINERS.

Mr. Thomas Duncanson, M. Inst, C.
E., in his inaugural address as presi-
dent of the Liverpool Engincering So-
ciety, on November 6th, said that the
increase in the size of the crack Atlan-
tic liners had been so continuous and
considerable that for the purpose of
easy comparison be submitted a dia-
gram showing their increase in tonnage,
indicated horse-power and speed, from
1860 to date, based partly on data which
had been published in the engineering
papers, and partly on information plac-
ed before the society by Mr. Arthur J.
Maginnis, M. I. N. A. He had project-
ed the curves forward on what were
conservative lines, and the result ap-
peared to be that in 1930 the crack liner
would have a length of about 970 feet,
a tonnage of 90,000, and a speed of 31
knots per hour. It must be admitted,
he added, that that was entering to
a considerable extent into the region of
prophecy, but at the same time the
curves showing the progress from 1860
to 1907 indicated not a diminishing but
an increasing rate of progress, and
higher figures than those. shown by the
curves might be justified if adopted.—
Marine Register.

North Sydney, Dec.‘4.—The steamer
Coban, collier of the Dominion Coal
Companry, which ran ashore on the
rocks at Black Point, near the entrance
to Sydney harbor, during Monday
night’s storm, was floated to-night.
Capt. Can, who conducted the work,
had given up hope of releasing  the
$35,000 craft, and it was only after two
two-inch hawsers had parted that the
apparently doomed steamer slid off her
resting place on the rocks. The Coban
proceeded to Sydney under her own
steam. It is believed she has received
serious injury.
