Vancouver, Nov. 23.—The report of 
the Hindu delegates who went to Brit­
ish Honduras to find out if the climate 
and labor conditions there were suit­
able for the removal of the colony in 
British Columbia thither have report­
ed in part as follows :

"We found thirty Hindus who had 
been induced to emigrate to Jamaica 
to work on plantations nearly forty 
years ago. These people told a story 
of hardship, suffering and alleged mis­
treatment. They said they had been 
brought out for a period of three years 
under an agreement to be given free 
passages home. This promise was nev­
er kept. Gradually many of them drift­
ed to British Honduras, where a few 
survivors now earn a precarious living 
doing odd jobs. These old men appeal­
ed to British Columbia Hindu dele­
gates to urge the Imperial government 
to transport them back to India.”

One of the delegates laid great stress 
upon the high cost of living in British 
Honduras. Hindus do not eat meat 
but subsist on milk and vegetable diet. 
They reported that there was little 
fresh milk or butter in the colony and 
that condensed milk cost 25 cents a 
tin, a prohibitive price.

During the dry season they would be 
compelled to pay high prices for water 
with which to perform their ablutions, 
an act prescribed by their religion.
