AT TEN D'CLOGK

- Quit Work

McAdam Shops Closed—Bay Shere and
Other Points Affected ~— No
Trouble Anticipated.

Prombtly >n the stroke of ten o'clock

mechanical departinentis of the Atlantic
Division of the C. P. R. rut on their
coats and quit worlk. There was no ¢x-
citement and the closing down of the
shops resembled very much an early
dinner hour. At McAiam Juaction the
divisional poiat .t which the principal
works are situated one hundred men
walked out. A rfew weeks ago ithe com-
pany re-eugaged all those in the car
service depart:ment wh) had been Grop-
ped during a recent dispute, and the
belief among the men was that this
full force was to be utilized in handling
the more mechanical work in the event
of a strike among the machinists, Con-
sequently it was something of a sur-
prise to the bosses at McAdam today
when the carmen join3d their associa-
tes and left the whole works in the
hands of only a few men.

There are on this division upwards of
two hundred men affected by the strike,
Some are employed at Bay Shore in
the round house and yards, while oth-
er gangs are found beyond McAdam.
So far as can be learzed all are now
idle.

There does not appear to be any dis-
position on the part of the men to
make trouble. The Star representative
who is at McAdam today sent word
that while a great deal of telk is
heard on all sides, it is not tinged with
violence and the men Ilook upon the
present movement not as anything lo-
cal, but as a dispute in waich they are
acting only as a part of a very large
organization. There is no local bitter-
ness, and this is looked upon by jout-
giders as rather peculiar because of
the fact that during the last three oOr
four months the men have lost consid-
erable time and have been feeling the
shrinkage of wages.

Speaking to The Star this moraing
General Superintendent Downie did
not anticipate any serious resalts, He
has no fear of trouble with the men, as
relations on this division have always
been most cordial. [He realizes that
there is no disposition on the part of
the men to act otherwise than in ac-
cordance with the instructions issued
by their organization.

Regarding deolay to trafic, Mr.Downie
while admitting of course that the ab-
sence of the men would be noticeabls,
did not believe there would be any in-
terference with business. He believes
things will go along on this division at
least, in the usual way, and that for
the present at least the company’s traf-
fic will not suffer.
