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Common Needs.
comprehensive nature of theThe pre­

sent evangelistic movement in St. John 
city reflects sodie credit 'upon the day in 
which we live. It is difficult to believe 
that thirty churches could have .worked 
together cordially thirty years ago. At 
any rate they did not. The movement 
is the first of its kind here abonts.

Moreover, whatever it may accomplish, 
it will have demonstrated to the churches 
concerned, andtothecommunityatlarge 
that institutional divisions do not 
necessarily express real differences. The 
churches are discovering the necessity 
and the pdssibilitv of cordial combination 
in the performance of common tasks.

But the present movement is more re­
markable for that which it forcasts (than 
for that which it actually accomplishes. 
The ambition and the declared purpose 
of the movement is to stirtlu entire com­
munity quite irrespective ■ of race or of 
creed. They are evidently absolutely 
sincere in their belief that the message 
they preach js gospel for every man.

There are two possible reasons for that 
belief in the catholicity of Christianity. 
The ojie is thoroughly monarchical, 
autocratic, and old-world. It is an in-' 
flirted catholicity. The messages applies 
to all men not because they need it, or 
desire it. or are helped by it, but because, 
it is designed by a great being who de­
vised everything according to his inscru­
table wisdom. There is, however, an­
other wav of arriving at a belief in the 
universal element in Christianity. It 
meets man’s need, services his purpose, 
fulfills his life and makes real his dreams.

Our inherited systems of thought and 
life will never permit us to live at peace 
with one another so long as we receive 
them as authoritative. But when we are 
prepared to build out systems of thought 
and owe institutions of service in the 
length of man’s possibilities and man’s 
needs then we come within sight of a day 
of genuine catholicity.

No one can doubt but that the co-opera­
tion of the churches in the present move­
ment of evangelism із due to the recogni­
tion of the authority of human need and 
the truth of that which meets the deed. 
But in that respect there is the promise 
of a larger co-operation. For the foes 
we have to fight are common foes. The 
values of life are, common values. The 
comforts of life are common comforts. 
The needs of men are common needs. 
Humanity is one.

That message which will be gospel to 
any of us, must, perforce, be gospel for 
alt of us. The vitality of sectarianism 
lies in each man’s confidence in his own 
conception of duty. His contact with 
the fact is not real enough to modify his 
theory... Bnt when men begin to test 
their theories by the needs of humanity 
they find the instrument of catholicity.

This modern upheaval of thought may 
otter all lead us into a ne w and altogether 
satisfactory simplicity. There must be 
some reason wljy thirty churches can 
work together in the уесГ 1910, when 
these same churches could not and would 
not work together in .1890. Some force 
is making for unity. The differences are 
disappearing. Old quarrels are being 
forgotten. Old authorities are being de­
throned. And in the new day men àre 
learning fowork together.—Sun.

Boston and 
Reciprocity.

The most remarkable of recent utter­
ances on Reciprocity was that of Mr. 
Bernard Roth well, made at a Canadian 
Clttb dinner in Bouton a short time ago. 
A portion of Mr. Roth well’* address is 
here given and shows that the people of 
New England are not 'abating their 
interest in this international question. 
He said:—“The Boston Chamber of 
Commerce augmented as it soon will be 
by the'inclusion of the Boston Merchant’s 
Association, is destined to be the largest 
and most influential commercial, in­
dustrial and civil organization in the 
eastern section of fhe United States.

“The Chamber of Commerce has al­
ways been profoundly interested in the 
'development of the Dominion of Canada 
and in the promotion of eqnitable trade 
relations between the United States and 
Canada. It has for many years persist­
ently advocated this policy- It win 
continue to do so until success crowns 
the effort.

’ * Great economic movements, whether 
domestic or international, make painful­
ly slow progress, and on the surface 
reciprocity appears further away to-day 
than it was fifteen years ago. Closer 
study, however, will, I think, Show it to 
be much nearer.

“ Admitting a continued rapid growth 
iti thé population of the Canadian North­
west, the Doniiaitin cannot for many: 
generations, if ever, achieve, under pre­
sent tariff policy that degree of prosperity 
which unrestricted trade with the United 
States would speedily produce.

“ So far as the United States is concern­
ed, closer commercial relations with Can­
ada are, it seems tome, a fairly imminent 
economic necessity.

“Consumption is rapidly overtaking 
our sources of food supply, and with the 
inevitable large and steady increase in 
our population this question must event­
ually become one of paramount import­
ance.

"*• Tne Dominion of Canada, maintain­
ing as it does a standard living similar to 
obr own—and already our best customer 
per capita of population would be a 
steadily increasing buyer of our manufac­
tures. which are well adapted to Canadian 
requirements.

“ Canada to-day stands third in volume 
Of pu-chase from, and fourth in volume 
of sales to the United States. The 
mutual interests involved are therefore 
so vast as to demand and desenre the 
most considerate treatment.

“Strangely enough, the prominent 
statesmen of both countries do not en­
ergetically grapple with this problem. 
Were it to Come before Both peoples in 
the form of a referendum there is little 
doubt that they would quickly sweep 
away the trade barriers by which they 
are now separated.

“ Every thoughtful American respects 
the loyalty of. Canada to its imperial 
affiliations and tiie strength of its na­
tional sentiment but these need not be. 
jeopardised to theleast extent by absolute 
commercial freedom between the two 
countries.

“ The Canadian Club of Boston would
be particularly concerned in promoting 
sentiment in favour of the closest re­
ciprocal trade arrangements—absolute 
free trade between the United States and" 
Canada.

’’Boston, to perhaps a greater extent 
than any other city in the United States, 
would profit Dy the establishment of such 
intimate commercial relations.

“ Boston is the natural winter pert of 
the great Canadian railway systems, and 
as the production of the great northwest­
ern territories increases—as it will with 
leaps and hounds—the need of an access­
ible shipping port available every day in 
the year for ships of the largest tonnage 
will become imperative.’’
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
