Toronte, Oct. 5.—The following com-
ment on the market situation as re-
gards food appears in the Canadian
Grocer:—Wholesalers are to ba
held down to eighty per cent. of their
1917 purchases of sugar for the last
four months of this year, according
to latest advices available. Figures
giving 1917 purchases have been sub-
mitted to the Food Board, and the al
lottment for the balance of the year
will, it is hoped, run up to 80 per
cent. for this period. There is no
guarantee that this amount will ba
forthcoming, but this figare will not
be exceeded, and should any whole-
saler use up his four months' allot-
ment in two months his dealings auto-
matically cease as far as sugar {s con-
cerned. The coupon system is replac-
ing the certificate and will, it |is
thought, prove a much more satisfac:

tory basis of operating for all con-
cerned. Supplies generally are still
rather light, and no immediate im

provement is expected

Information secured on prunes last
week is confirmed in latest reports,
and the outlook is that Canada will

have to be conient with goods which
may now be on hand or rolling. There
seems little prospec of new crop
prunes reaching this country.
