In
a further letter of June 8, he declares
that ‘several leading Conservatives and
Nationalists from northern Ontario at-
tended the famous St. Hyacinthe meet-
ing, of Aug. 18,:1911; that they -had
gone there specially to ask Mr. Bourassa
to .speak at two or three meetings in
northern Ontario.
