‘There is & famous passage in Macau-
lay’s essay om Frederick the Great which
has an extraordinary japtness today. It
describes the world-wide reactions of the
wars brought abeut by Frederick’s seiz-
ure of Silesia:

*“All the world sprang to arms. . .,
In crder that he might rob a neighbor
whom he had promised to defend, black
men fought on the coast of Coromandel
and red men scalped each other by the
great lakes of North America.”

Fhe parallel is amazingly close. Japan
i8 threatening war, China is stirring.
Brazil is making a perempfory demand
for satisfaction from  Germany, black
men are fighting each other in the heart
of Africa, an expedition from German
East Africa has seized a post in British
East Africa, and an Anglo-French ex-
pedition has occupied Togoland. The
parallel runs yet further. All ‘this is
happening because Frederick the Great's
deéscendant and successor has attacked a
neighbor, Belgium, whom he had prom-

ised to defend. :
