Playgrounds for the School Children.

There are hundreds of school boys in
the streets every day playing ball and
watching for policemen. They have no-
where else to play during the recesses.
They break windows, annoy passers,
and learn to violate the law. They
should have p'aygrounds. These are
the parks that are needed first,—play-
grounds for the children before a car-
riage drive through flower beds on the
margin of Lily Lake. The $40,000
Savings” Bank balance due the commu-
nitiy can be put to no better use than
the purchase of lots for playgrounds.
Children will then be kept off the strects
at recess, they will have a chance to
work off their desire to play ball, they
will notbe forced to educate themselves
in the dangerous art of dodging the of-
ficers of the law, the grounds will add
to the healthfulness of the city, and the
schools will become attractive to many
children that dislike them now. . Child-
ren can spend their holidays on
the Barrack Green, at Lily Lake
Howe's Lake, or plenty of other places
that are far-more attractive than any
artificial ornamentation “could make
them, but they want places in which: to
play during schooi recesses and inter-
missions—the, blissful moments when
play is a foretaste of heaven to them.
Let us devote the $40,000 to this purpose.
The Lily Lake region may be purchas-
ed by the Corporation so as_to prevent
its being closed against citizens who go
there for fresh air and sylvan scenery,
but any gravel walk making, tree
planting, or anything else savoring of
«park” creating, will destroy half its
attractions. Itis now a park, and a
delightful one. All but the very lazy
walk to it and enjoy it. If a carriage
road is wanted let an assessment be
made for the amount of its cost. But
let the money that belongs to the peo-
ple, not:to the property owners, be de-
voted to providing play grounds for
the people’s children, not to lessening
property owners’ taxes.
Henry Ward Beecher’s Creed—The

Gates Wide Open.

The religious word —that is, people
who take an interest in ecclesiastical
matters—has been stirred to - its depths
by the position taken by. Mr. Beecher
last Sunday. The ranks of Orthodoxy
are divided between condemnation of
the man and attempts to explain away
the Universalism of the sermen. Ortho-
doxy dges not want to lose Beecher if
it can help it, but he has already de-
serted its ranks. Those who call them-
selves Libergl Christians welcome
Béecher with shonts of triumph. It is
not possible for Mr. Beecher to belong
to Orthodoxy and Liberalism both. The
great-gulf of everlasting punishment
for those who die without “reconcilia-
tion” with God is too wide for any man
to straddle. Unless a preacher teaches
everlasting punishinent for the “uncon-
verted” he is not “Orthodox,” and Mr.
Beecher distinctly declares his belief in
the final salvation of all who have a
germ of good within them. Mr.
Beecher has always been fond of dwell-
ing on the love of God.This aspect of the
Divine Creator has ever been his favor-
ite theme. He has also seen the frail-
tiés of even the best of men—seen what
sinful animals the pillars of his own
church are — seen Bowen circulating
slanders-—-otherscheating their customers
——others breaking the Sabbath —othersre-
fusing to forgive injurics—ull indulging
in habits that render th~m far from be-
ing perfect—pnd he has come to the
conclusion that if anybody at all is to
get to heaven the gates must be wide
open instead of merely ajar. St. John
church-goers have not heard Universal-
ism preached, and, unless they have
read its organs, may not recognize how
thoronghly the quickening spirit of
Universalism is breathed in the follow-
ing report "of a portion of the great
preacher’s discourse:

But, with a thousand hindrances
shredded off, we could understand how
men whom society rejects now, may get
standing room inheaven,not high up, but
a starting place. If heaven was SO rigid-
ly pure, then death must be a great sifter.
Look at the saint of years. How imper-
fect, how deficient, how very far down he
is. What man ever walked to the gate
of heaven, and had the angel lay on him
that scale, and say, ‘‘Enter, because thou
art pure?” Not one, though he may have
been washed by floods of tears, and sift-
ed by years of trial, and cunobled by acts
of heroism. Noj; heaven was opened by
grace—by grace only, by Love. God lets
in whom he would, and we didn’t know
his gauge.

Some might say, “Is it safe to hold
such views as thesc?? What right Lad

they to challenge God? ~He said, “I will
have mercy on -whom 1 will.” God re-

-fused to be questioned on his generosity.

If the best went not into heaven because
he earned it, but because of the act of
great love, why might not the bottomest
go in too? So long as man possessed &
state of mind that was improvable there
was a chance for him, and the preacher
did not believe that God would cast him
away. Mr. Beecher did not believe there
was a person on the face of the earth who
had heard the Gospel and in whose soul
there was anything improvable who
would not find an entrance into heaven—
low down, it might be, but the lowest
place there was infinitely better than the
highest here.

We saw a ragged lad in the street, un-
kempt, untaught, rude, grovelling. Our
Christian sympathy was touched. Imitat-
ing Christ, we set to work to tranform:
him, and in course of time we had the
satisfaction to see him grow up and de-
velop into a man. of intelligence, worth
and piety® 11 this was done by our only
imitating thé spirit of Christ. And should
we be able fo perform more than the in-
finite love and tenderness of the God and
Father of our Lord Jesus Christ?  If any
perished, it was the perishing of the beast
—_destruction. Down in the South one
could see slaves seventy years of age
sitting over their books learning A. B. C.

And in the other life we should see slaves
of sin sitting in heaven learning the al-
phabet. Better to start at the bottom of
heaven than not at all.

How many parents were there, Mr.
Beecher said, who lived in perpetual sor-
row, and went mourning day and night
because their son—a young man—h
died without giving evidence of a saving
change. “I've lost him forever,” they
say. “I dom’t know how it is: with you,”
said Mr. Beecher, and the tears choking
his voice, “but my sun would go out and
leave all dark if I thought such a thag.
The dropping away of 8 child to join
that procession—to enter that life of
infinite misery! Every loving parent
would be willing to say, * Would God I
were accursed from Christ to save thee,
my son!” Where there is a germ of good
in it, I don’t believe a soul is going to be
thrust away by that hand that was pierced.
I don’t believe that that love which was
shown in Christ is going to throw away
one soul with a germ of good in it. And
so I hope—I hope.”

We presume the subject will be refers
red to, directly or indirectly, in some of
our churches to-morrow. Our preachers
have quoted Mr. Beecherand commend-
ed Mr. Beecher too often to allow their
hearers to read his sermons and news-
paper longer without warning them of
the danger to their faith. If they deem
the broad views of heaven promulgated
by Mr. Beecher to be dangerous they
shonld los¢ no time in endeavoring to
furnish an antidote for the poison ad-
ministered by the great Brooklynite
they have been accustomed to honor.
Many of our younger preachers are sus-
pected of cherishing almost as liberal
views of heaven as Mr:. Beecher has ex-
pressed, and this would be a good time

for them to defime their position.

The Ottawa
Citizen snubbed a complainant the other
day by the reminder that the number of
the complainant from which the para-
graph was taken contained several im-
portant paragraphs - stolen from the
Cilizen.
