The club has adopted a goal towards which
the active memdbers are presintly striving. .The executive
wf the organization, together with a committee formed by
the club, have decided to establish a scholarship or bursary
for future students at U. N. B. in recognition of ail veterans
attending this university.

This is an admirable gesture on this part of the vet-
erans. If more clubs and societies had such admirable aims,
they would make themselves felt in everyday life on the
campus. The fund is large but this should not mean that
‘the veterans are being too ambitious; $ 10,000 iz a fair goal
over g period of five years or more. The interest from this
sum will make it possible for a few of the hundreds who
apply for scholarships and bursaries each vear to vealize a
coilege edncation. Many students on the campus today
take their presence here entirely too much for granted.

Nince no undergradoate is asked to coniribute at
present time the printed forms distributed at this weeks’
pay parade should be considered carvefully. The club has
been patent and wise enough to allow a week for the forms
return. We would like to suggest that each veteran consider
thig an opporiunity to add his personal contribution to the
advancement of “higher” education.

Anothe society which is stilll in vhe formative stages
but one which promises to be worthy of it existance is the
Film Society.

The purpose of this society ig not to raise schelarships
funds but to add something to the cultucal experience of
every student, Judging from the general run of movies in the
commereial trade we could use soine filmg with more sub-
stance (not necessurily with utilitarian substance) and less
junevile attributes. The film society hopes to bring films
here which will Lot make economic capital at the box office
but will make human, capital at the university ‘box-oftice.
¥iven the price of admission is emall but we hope thig will
be inversely proportional to the value of the filna to he pre-
sented. As soon an the initial organization is completed we
swill be anticipating some fivst rate films.

T¢ is with the last function of the
Council that wa - all of us - are con.
cerned. The second fanction, te guide
ana lead, is intimately bound up
with the last in the allotment of funds
Unless the council is strong enough
to  withstand the pressure groups
within it, justice either to the body
as a whole or to individual students
will not he forthcoming,

One principle should be followed:
That any society recognized as such
by the S. R. C- should not be refused
funds. Recognize or do not recog-
nize that it is strictly the affair of the
Council, but when recognition is giv-
en Societies within the student body
and within the meaning of student
regulations, they should be allowd
an operating budget. Recognition of
a Society or Club implies approval
and support.

The procedure cof the Council in
the past, ac far as can be ascertzined
‘from the by-lines’ is something along
these lines: budgets are brought up;
it is taken for granted that they are
fair and accurate (as far as posdlzle)
ferecasts of expenses to be incurred,
and then the ‘budgst bearer is put
under fire from other inembers of the
council and a whittling down’ takes
place, and then the budget in question
is passed. This procedure is repeated
until all budgets have Leen passed

or thrown out,

Then the responsible members ack -

themseives “Where is the money
cnming from?” ,

It i= suggested thet the whole
student body, a3 weli as cur hard
working representatives, ask them-
selves the following question:

1. Surely the primary question, at
