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A Wizard, A True Star — 
Todd Rundgren (Bearsvllle- 
WEA BR2133) Todd Run­
dgren is one of the few 
musical individuals we have 
around these days. His 
mastery of the recording 
medium allows him to carry 
out his slightest whim, his 
every desire.

International Feel, which 
takes up all of side one, is the 
result of Rundgren’s free 
flow musical mind. At first I 
was really put off with this 
piece but on closer listening 
— especially through 
headphones — it really does 
make sense; not a lot of 
sense but it is interesting, if 
somewhat far reaching.

Peter Donato

Never Never Land, a cut 
from Peter Pan, is a work of 
genius. -Short concise and 
very fantasy like, it seems to 
sum up Rundgren’s ap­
proach to his music. The 
remaining cuts on side one 
blend in an abstract way to 
form a very eclectic arid at 
times penetrating musical 
statement.

Side two is much more 
down to earth. Rundgren 
does a superb job on a rhyth- 
mn and blues medley, 
containing such tunes as I’m 
So Proud, Ooh, Ooh Baby, 
Is, La Means I Love You 
and Cool Jerk.

In an age where old rock 
and roll seem to be the ex­

cuse for lack of originality, 
Rundgren takes four tunes 
that, while they do fit 
somewhat into that vein, 
remain as valid as they were 
when they first came out.

Does Anybody Love Love 
You is perhaps the best cut 
on the record. Employing his 
love of keyboards, he uses 
piano, both accoustic and 
electric, along with a Putney 
syntheizer crating a music 
bft/fhaAs aperfeet vehicle 
for his interesting lyrics. The 
phrasing on this tune, run­
ning one thought into 
another, is particularly 
effective.

It is an interesting record, 
but it doesn’t have the im­
mediate likability his other 
records had. He has ad­
vanced his musical ideas and 
matured to a very 
sophisticated style. God 
only knows what he’s going 
to do next.

Knowing Rundgren, he’s 
probably trying to get him às 
a sideman.
Demons In Disguise — David 
Bromberg (Columbia KC 
31753) David Bromberg is a

legend, for those of you who 
didn’t know.it! His command 
of just about every stringed 
instrument makes him a 
heavily used session man. 
For years David stood out of 
the limelight but within the 
last few years he has gone 
solo.

Playing around the 
country, gaining adoration 
from guitar players 
everywhere, he’s done well 
for himself to say the least.

This second album, while 
superb, isn’t as powerful as 
Bromberg in person. He’s a 
very strange looking man. 
With his enormous talent, 
and insane sense of hrnnor, 
his in-person efforts will put 
you on the floor.

His albums, are choked 
full of the most imaginative 
riffs you’ve ever heard. He 
never uses the same one 
twice. But somehow it just 
isn’t as good as watching 
him — lanky and grinning 
ripping off riff after riff, just 
knowing you’re tongue is 
hanging out, and loving 
every minute of it.
