HFAD CRUSHED T0 PULP.

TERRIBLE DEATH OF AN
OWEN SOUND CITIZEN,

Fatality Dpe to His Horse Running
Away With Him—George Mc-
Lellan Badly Scalded.

Owen Sound, Aug. 18.—Samuel
Smith, a former resident oi Elmwood,
who moved to Owen Sound last March,
was instantly killed yesterday afternoon
in an accident on the farm of William
G. Bell, a well-known contractor on
the western outskirts of the town.
At the rear of M:. Bell's residence is
a steep private roadway, which leads
down by a winding route to the river.
The road is uneven, with trees at the
angle of almost every turn. Right
at the top a sharp drop in the road
occurs. ‘At the start of the incline
some of the lumber siipped forward
and the horse ran away. Half way
down the hill, when going at a ter
rific speed, the waggon dashed into a
tree.  The victim’s head was crushed
to a pulp and wedged into the angle
formed by the spokes of the wheel. The
right arm was torn from the body
and hurled many feet away, while the
left arm was terribly mangled. Death,
of course, was instantancous. A widow
and three daughters survive. The
victim of the tragedy was fifty-five
years of age and a member of West
Street Methodist Church.

George McLellan of Hill street, a
clerk in the C. P, R. through freight
office here, was seriously scalded last
night. He was one of a party of
campers who occupied a tent on the
northern outskirts of King’s Royal
Park. While passing the fire his
foot caught on a pole, from which was
suspended a pot of boiling water. As
he fell the water was thrown over his
face and back.

NUMBERS OF NORTHWEST EX-
CURSIONISTS FALLING OFF.

Many People Taking Advantage of
Present Cheap Rates—Speciab
Trains Yesterday Loaded.

=d with considerable interest, and while
the number of those who leit by yes-
terday’'s trains was far below the nrst
day’s excursionists of last year, the
decrease was not as large as some of
the railway officials had expected. On
the three trains leaving Toronto were
some 1,050 people, and those on two
additional specials from Orillia, on the
Midland, brought the number ap
to about 1,700. On  August
20 of last year, the day oi the
first northwest excursion, there were
2,525 passengers for Winnipeg. It was
a subject of comment at the station
yesterday that many of those who were
taking advantage of the cheap rates
were in reality citizens who were not
intending to work in the harvest fields.
