There is an excellent
demand for choice carriage horses
but they are decidedly hard to et
Heavy drafts are also in demand,
few good ones are offering. The (ol-
lowing is the Repository's report of
prevailing prices: Single roadsters, 15
to 16 hands, $125 to $140; single cobs
and carriage horses, 15 to 16.1 hands,
$150 to $170; matched pairs and car-
riage hors 15 to 16.1 hands, $350 to
$300; delivery horses, 1,100 to 1,200
1bs,, $125 to $150; general purpose and
express horses, 1,200 to 1,300 lbs., $125
to $160; draught horses, 1,350 to 1,750
Ibs., $125 to $175; serviceable second-
hand workers, $50 to $75; serviceable
second-hand drivers, $50 to $75.
