But to charge 
him with having ’told to a knot of 
reporters the most beastly stories’ about 
Riel, Is simply an outrage. The Tree Press 
does not stop here, but brands the priest 
in this way :

“ ‘This alleged man of God,’ ’this rev­
erend father in Sir John Macdonald,' *a 
pious and political fraud of the thinnest 
and most contemptible kind;’ ‘penning 
a lie ’the reverend political spy and

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VISIT OF AIU'UBISHOP LYNCH T0t 
POUT COLBOHN'E.

On Saturday evening, Dec. 5th, His 
Grace Archbishop Lynch, accompanied b> 
Father Hand, of the Cathedial, and 
Father Grace, of the Seminary of our 
Lady of Angels, arrived by the 7.45 train 
at Port Colborne. HU Grace was met at 
the station by Father Kilcullen and a 
large number of hu parishioners, who 
greeted the Archbishop with three hearty 
cheers as he alighted from the train. The 
Archbishop, with the other clergymen, 
were immediately driven to the residence 
of Father Kilcullen.
Sunday, was one of the stormiest of the 
entire year. It blew a perfect hurricane 
with blinding enow, reminding one of a 
North-western blizzard. Notwithstanding 
the congregation was fair. At 10.30 
a. m. high mass was celebrated by Father 
Hand. Fathers Kilcullen and Grace attend­
ed at the throne. After the poet com- 
munion His Grace preached an eloquent 
and highly instructive sermon. - In the 

of'hie remarks he contrasted the 
beauty and magnificence of their present 
church with the humble old church on the 
eastern aide of the canal, where, he said, he 
was in the habit of administeiing confir­
mation.

The sum of bis statement 
and proof is contained in the following 
sentences extracted from this magnificent 
section of his discourse, which exhibits a 
solidity of reasoning and dignity of elo­
quence that seem to have overawed the 
whole armv of Orange orator, and anony- 
mous icribblers to such a degree that not 
a tingle one of them hae had the courage 
to utter a word in contradiction.

“By the new distribution of seats and 
the enlargement of the franchise, it is 
true that Ireland is likely to weaken the 
Garrison Party and send eighty or more 
genuine representatives to Westminster. 
But still Ireland shall remain without an 
effective voice in the formation of her 
laws, unless she succeeds in wresting Home 
Rule from a reluctant foreign legislature. 
Promises shall be made to her, and 
small measure of redress of grievances 
may possibly be granted to her, from time 
to time, according to the exigencies of 
Whigs and Tories. But it never shall be 
anything like full redress ; it never shall 
be other than occasional relief, fractional 
and tantalizing.” The speaker in emphatic 
tones pointed out the chasm between Ire­
land and England because of antagonism 
of race, antagonism of religion and 
antagonism of Interest. * * * The 
antagonism of England to the lnah 
race is too definite and too persistent in 
its bitterness to permit of any hope of 
their ever becoming a national or political 
unit. They must agree to live as distinct 
nations, each living In accordance with 
its own ideas, by its own political organ 
ism, under the nonds of Imperial unity, 
represented by the Flag of the Empire. 
* # # * *
The chasm is made wider and deeper by 
the antagonism of religion. England’s 
most bitter hatred of the faith of St. Pat­
rick’s sons is not only written in blood 
upon her statute book, but may be 
by friend and foe, throughout the length 
and breadth of the Holy Isle. * * * * 
But, said the Bishop, although he (Mr. 
Gladstone) may succeed to some degree 
in hushing up the antagonism of race and 
religion, there is a third antagonism, which 
he cannot suppress ; it is ever living and 
active, it belongs to the future as to the 
past ; it is the antagonism of interests. 
* * * * Thus the antagonism of 
interests, more enduring than tuons oi*ace 

ligiun, must render it always impos­
sible fur the two nations to constitute one 
political unit organized by laws framed by 
their representatives in Westminster. If 
Home Rule be not given to Ireland for the 
management of her own internal affairs, it 
is folly to talk to her of representative 
government, of respect for London-made 
law, of the burial of ancient animosities 
and the future amity of the nations. One 
nation they never can be. One Parlia­
ment can never represent the right* of 
both. One code of agricultural, commer­
cial and industrial laws cannot be th 
pression of justice to both. Let each 
nation address the Sovereign through its 
own Parliament and obtain the Royal 
sanction for its proper domestic regula­
tions, and then, but not otherwise, shall 
there be an end of the TOO years’^ war 
between England and Ireland. (Great 
applause.)—Kingston Freeman, Dec. 9,

Accordingly he wrote 
an open letter in which he withdrew bis 
former one, adding :

“ ‘Most certainly I did then believe that 
Riel was not of sound mind and ought 
not to have been put to death as though 
he were responsible for his acts. But I 
confess to have been carried away by my 
sympathies for his misfortune, and by the 
iuteusely agitating surroundings of my 
position whilst 1 was in communication 
with him; and this explains how It was 
that I hurriedly penned the foregoing 
sentence which should not have been ad­
dressed to the representative of the 
Queen’s Majesty, especially in reference 
to the exercise of the royal prerogative, 
nor to his aùvinerc, who, 1 am perfectly 
sure, hive been governed in their decision 
by no other considerations than those of 
public duty and fidelity to their oath of 
office.’

“This was a very plain and straightfor­
ward statement. The priest, under cir­
cumstances of a most distressing nature, 
had niude a mistake, which he seized the 
first opportunity of correcting. But 
this second letter did not suit 
the agitators, since it destroyed 
the uaetulness of the first as a 
weapon in the cause of Race and Revenge; 
and Father McWilliams is now suffering 
for it. The Winnipeg Free Press—a 
Reform journal, by the way, which, until 
the formation of the Edgar-Laurier com­
bination, held strenuously to the necessity 
of letting the law take its course iu Riel’s 
case—devotes an article to the priest 
which, in point of blackguardism, sur­
passes anything in the literature of the 
Riel controversy. The Free Press says 
Father McWilliams went to Regina as the 
secret agent and spy of the Government, 
for the purpose of closing Riel’s mouth on 
the scaffold :

“ ‘Finally the Administration came to 
the conclusion that they would consult 
their own interests by proceeding with the 
execution. Then Father McWilliams re­
ceived fresh instructions ; and they were 
to use all his influence to keep Riel silent 
on the scaffold. The government dreaded 
beyond measure the revelations with 
regard to their dealings with himself and 
the half-breeds which Riel, if left to fol­
low hia own inclinations, would have 
made. They well knew the wide circula­
tion and general credence which Riel’s 
dying words would have gained ; and no 
doubt they paid Father McWilliams well 
for the Judas like kiss with which he im-
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In the Halifax Herald we read :—
